MINUTES OF february 1, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 1st day of February, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA Director, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 27, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #39-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #40-05.  Authorize the renewal of an agreement with the Allen County Regional Transit Authority.

This renewal is for bus transportation services in the amount of $75,000 for calendar year 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #41-05.  Authorize the renewal of a Software Maintenance Agreement with Maximus, Inc.

This is the renewal of an agreement for the PET accounts payable software in the amount of $775.00 commencing January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2005.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #42-05.  Authorize the re-appointment of Stephen M. Kayatin to the Allen County Water District Board.

Steve Kayatin will serve as Allen County’s representative on the Board for a term commencing April 1, 2005 and expiring March 31, 2008.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #43-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 035-002 to the Bath-Perry Sewer Bond Fund 022-000.

This is the advancement of $375.00 to cover administrative costs associated with the final payment on the project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #44-05.  Authorize a contract modification with M-E Companies. 
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the January 27, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds Superintendent, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #45-05, award a contract to Schindler Elevator Corp. for elevator maintenance services.  Three bids were received with the apparent low bidder being Schindler Elevator Corp.  Sterling noted that there was only a $387.00 difference between the apparent low bidder and the next low bid.  Sterling stated that he did have concerns with the bid submitted by Schindler Elevator Corp., as he had received a proposal by Schindler in September, 2004 that amounted to $16,668.24 above the bid received in January, 2005.  Sterling addressed these concerns to Schindler Elevator and Sterling was reassured that services would be as in the past.   
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Russ Decker, Director of Homeland Security, briefed the Commissioners as to the status of the storm damage.  To date, all twelve townships, 8 villages, the City of Delphos and the City of Lima, as well as the county and state, are reporting damage in the public right-of-way.     To date, debris estimates by the public works officials and the Allen County Engineer, are in excess of 300,000 cubic yards coming from just over 566 miles of public roadways.    It is estimated that 35% of the debris is from the City of Lima with the remaining 65% scattered through the townships and villages.   To date, the damage estimate in Allen County is $4,667,067.00.  Decker stated that the final draft of the FEMA request is on the Governor’s desk for signature.  The declaration totals 69 of the 88 counties.  The damage estimate statewide is estimated to be approximately $127 million dollars.  Decker stated that this is the 2nd Presidential Declaration in the county’s history.  The first being the Blizzard of 1978.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
