MINUTES OF February 1, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 1st day of February, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Major Gene King led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 30, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #42-07.   Approve the annual appropriations for the General Fund for Calendar Year 2007.
The annual budget for the General Fund has been approved by the BOC.  The Commissioners and County Administrator have expressed how difficult it has been to appropriate funds this year.  The budget has been worked on very diligently for the last couple of months.  Overall spending has decreased considerably compared to 2006.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #43-07.   Approve the probationary removal of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
Lynn Shock, Director ACDJFS, has requested that the Board approve the probationary removal of an employee at the Dept. of Job & Family Services due to failure to complete an initial and an extended probationary period and failure to meet agency standards effective 12:00 p.m. Thursday, February 1, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Mark Stockman, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
      1. Request to adopt Resolution #44-07, authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Natural Resources for the Scrap Tire Grant Program.  The ODNR offers a grant of up to an amount not to exceed $100,000.00 if scrap tires are used in a civil engineering project.  The ACEO plans to use the funds to widen Kill Road between Landeck and State Roads.  This widening process will enable an additional 15 semi’s a day access to Kill Road.  The melted tires added to asphalt would resist rutting and cracking but would add $8,000.00 to the cost of the project which is why the grant money is being sought.  This grant is competitive and the ODNR will notify the County in May if we are chosen to receive this grant.  If approved, the project will use over 1,000 scrap tires, reducing the waste in various Ohio landfills.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   John Leahy Jr., Allen County Prosecutor’s Office, presented the following:
      1. Request approval of the modification to an amendment and grant an easement agreement pertaining to a parcel located in Perry Township.  Allen County is the owner of a parcel of land located in Perry Township which had been served by a storm water detention basin located on a parcel owned by Wal-Mart Stores East, Inc.  The said detention basin was used to serve several parcels of land owned by several different property owners.  The former detention basin was eliminated and has relocated and or disconnected certain related storm sewer lines, pipes, laterals, feeders and mains, and has substituted two new detention basins and installed related storm sewer lines, pipes, laterals, feeders and or mains necessary to serve the remaining parcels.  Due to the elimination of the former detention basin and substitution of two new detention basins and installation of storm sewer lines etc., it is necessary for the involved parties to vacate, release, and cancel easement rights to the former detention pond and establish new easement rights to the two new detention basins.
C.   Russ Decker, Office of Homeland Security, presented the following:
      1. Request to employ Sheila Hullinger as a part-time employee in the EMA Office.  Russ explained that Sheila retired in October of 2006 and is now willing to come back part-time to help with accounts payable/receivable and other office duties.  This re-employment is beneficial to the department due to the fact that Sheila has been an employee for a number of years and this will eliminate hiring and training a new candidate.
D.   Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
      1. Request to enter into contract with Arcadis for the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Project.  Pursuant to Resolution #566-96 dated September 3, 1996, the BOC approved a proposal for engineering services from Arcadis, formerly known as Finkbeiner, Pettis & Strout, Inc. to perform a plant evaluation study of the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant at a cost not to exceed $19,500.00.  Since 1996, there have been four amendments to the contract increasing the total cost not to exceed $565,000.00.  Bradley’s request for this contract is for an amount not to exceed $758,500.00 for additional design, construction engineering and resident project representation services for the treatment plant.
