MINUTES OF february 3, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of February, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Sylvan Essick, Children Services Board of Directors, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the February 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #46-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #47-05.  Authorize approval of a Warrant of Transfer to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineer Fund 034-000 to Fund 035-001 (Replacement & Improvement Fund).

This is the advancement of funds in the amount of $120,000 payable in twelve installments of $10,000 each.  This is necessary to meet the requirements for the 2002 Sewer Revenue Bond Service Agreement.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #48-05.  Authorize approval of a Warrant of Transfer to advance funds from the General Funds 001-000 to the Civic Center Fund 872-000 for utilities.

This is the transfer of $50,000 to the Civic Center Fund for the 2005 utility budget.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #50-05, Retirement & Appreciation Resolution for Thomas Lucas, Class II Wastewater Treatment Operator.  Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, read the resolution to Mr. Lucas for his 30 years of service to the department. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2. Request to adopt Resolution #51-05, accept resignation from Mike Agin, Superintendent – American Bath Wastewater Treatment Plant.   Niemeyer stated that Mr. Agin has taken a position in another state.  Mr. Agin’s last day will be February 4, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

3. Request to adopt Resolution #52-05, authorize the purchase of a 2005 Ford Taurus through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program at a cost of $15,283.00.  Steve Kayatin stated that he discovered orders needed to be placed by February 5, 2005 for this particular vehicle.   This vehicle will be assigned to the Sanitary Engineer and the 2000 Dodge Intrepid currently assigned to the Sanitary Engineer will be assigned to Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer.  The department plans to eliminate a 1992 Chevy Lumina from the department’s fleet by private sale.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

B.  Scott Little, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for the view and first hearing for Shawnee Development LTD Petitioned Ditch #1234...  The view is scheduled for March 3, 2005 at 10:30 a.m. at the intersection of Alexandria Drive and Ft. Amanda Road.  The first hearing is scheduled for March 17, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at the Shawnee Township House.

2. Request to authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for the view and first hearing for Moening Petitioned Ditch #1233.  This is a joint county ditch project with Auglaize County.   The view is scheduled for March 17, 2005 at 10:30 a.m. at the intersection of Hume Road and St. Matthews Drive.  The first hearing is scheduled for March 31, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at the Shawnee Township House.
C.  Christine Provaznik, Children Services Board member, presented the following:
      1.  Request permission from the Board of Allen County Commissioners to place a renewal levy on the May 2005 Primary Election ballot.  This request is for a five (5) year renewal levy.  Since 2000, the Children Services Board has not requested subsidy funding from the general fund.  Funding sources for Children Services are as follows:  53% federal funding, 12% state funding, and 34% funding from two (2) local levies.  This particular levy funds the agency approximately 19-20%.  Total budget of the agency is approximately $5 million dollars.  Sneary questioned how Allen Acres monies were being utilized since the closing.  Monies are being geared for older teens to provide outreach services, such as independent living skills, etc.
