MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 7,  2006 AGENDA MEETING

Action Items:
Resolution #69-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #70-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

This is a general fund transfer from contingencies to prosecutor-rent in the amount of $1,200.00.  This transfer was necessary to pay an unexpected rent expense.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #71-06.  Accept the resignation of Crystal D. Balo from the Allen County Commissioners’ Office.

Said resignation shall be effective February 15, 2006 at 4:30 p.m.   Ms. Balo has taken another position in a department within the county.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #72-06.  Adoption of the Allen County Subdivision Regulations Plan.
Commissioner Sneary moved to table the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was tabled.
Resolution #73-06.  Resolution declaring it necessary to proceed with the submission to the Electors the Replacement of a Tax Levy in excess of the ten mill limitation for the purpose of providing or maintaining Senior Citizens Services or Facilities for the elderly of Allen County, Ohio.

Diane Bishop expressed her appreciation to the Commissioners for their support in getting this approved.  Without these levy dollars, the various agencies would not be able to provide the services that they do.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A.  Beth Granger – West Central Development Corp., presented the following:

Request to approve the submission of an application for Community Development Block Grant 


funds from the Ohio Department of Development for Plus Management Services, Inc.  Plus 


Management is requesting a $368,000 loan from CDBG funds for the purchase of equipment, 


furniture, fixtures, etc.  These funds then can be loaned to other businesses through the 



Revolving Loan process.   Total project is a little under $5.5 million.  Plus Management plans 


on providing 97 equivalent jobs under this project.  
B. Dana Sterling – Building and Grounds Department, presented the following:

Request to approve Change Order #1 with All Temp Refrigeration for the Allen County 


Educational Service Center Project.  This is the first and final change order from this vendor.  


This change order resulted in the change of water coolers, urinals, installation of new water 


mains in order to be compliant with the City of Lima’s code inspector.  The plumbing inspector 


required that expansion tanks be installed in the restrooms.  This resulted is net change order of 


$24,569.33 for a new contract amount of $62,979.33.

C.  Sherry Buettner – Adult Probation, presented the following:

1. Request for the approval of an Addendum to the Community Correction Act Subsidy Grant from the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction.  Four counties were chosen for these additional monies, Allen County being one of them.  This addendum results in an additional $1620.00 that will be used for the purchase of material for risk assessment of individuals prior to sentencing.
