MINUTES OF february 8, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 8th day of February, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the February 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #53-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #54-05.  Supplemental appropriation for the Sheriff’s Office.

This is an increase in the amount of $4,360.00 to the FOJ appropriation, $10,348.00 to the equipment appropriation and $4,500.00 to advances out.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #55-05.  Supplemental appropriation for the Clerk of Courts – Fund 003-002.

This is an increase to the appropriation of $100,000.00.  This is excess money that has been collected through various statutory fees charged, collected and retained by the Clerk of Courts.  This money will be transferred to the general fund.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #56-05.  Resolution declaring it necessary to renew a tax levy in excess of the ten mill limitation for the purpose of the Children Services Program.  

Commissioner Reiff moved to table the resolution due to late information received by the Board.   Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was tabled.
Resolution #57-05.  Authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for the view and first hearing for Moening Single County Ditch #1233.  

Scott Little, Assistant Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the February 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The hearing will be March 31, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at the Shawnee Township House.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #58-05.   Authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for the view and first hearing for Shawnee Development LTD Joint County Ditch #1234. 

Scott Little, Assistant Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the February 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The hearing will be March 17, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at the Shawnee Township House.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #59-05.  Authorize an agreement with Advanced Benefit Planning.  

This agreement shall be effective January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2005 at a rate not to exceed $15,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #60-05.  Authorize an agreement with the Senior Citizens Services, Inc.

This agreement will be for a period of five (5) years commencing January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2009.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Brion Rhodes, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to approve the plans and authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for the construction of the Bice Road Bridge.   Rhodes stated that this bridge is located between Conant and Sunderland Road in Amanda Township.  This bridge was built in 1908 and has been closed since October 1998.  This bridge replacement will be 100% federally funded and includes an additional 10% expected for construction inspection costs.  The Engineer’s estimate for the project is $619,000.00.

B.  Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to authorize the reclassification of Matt Agner to the position of Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator I.  Boerger stated that Mr. Agner has completed and passed the Operator Training Committee of Ohio’s Basic Wastewater Treatment Course.  Mr. Agner also passed the OEPA Advisory Board of Examiner’s Wastewater Treatment I exam.
