MINUTES OF February 8, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 8th day of February, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 
Scott led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the February 6, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #59-07.   Establish bond amount for Elected Officials.
Before entering upon the discharge of the duties of office, elected officials must provide a bond, signed by a bonding or surety company authorized to do business in the State of Ohio. The BOC has established bond amounts in accordance with the ORC for the two County Elected Officials that were up for re-election this past November.  The bond for the County Engineer will be set at $5,000.00 per ORC 315.03 and the bond for the County Auditor is set at $20,000.00 per ORC 319.02.  The bonds will then be issued by a bonding or surety company, inspected and approved by the prosecuting attorney and approved by resolution by the BOC.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #60-07.   Appoint the Crafts Scholarship Committee.
Brian Rockhold, Chairman, has requested that the BOC appoint members to the Crafts Scholarship Committee.  These members are responsible in recommending to the BOC the recipients of the Crafts Scholarship.  The BOC finds that the following individuals are qualified and approves the appointments of the following:  Brian Rockhold, Randy Woods, Robert Niemeyer, Sharri Miller, Gordon Shively, Martin Ross, Alan Unterbrink, Al Clum, Bob Seggerson, Lisa Ciminillo, Linda Hoersten, Rob Cusick and Connie Anderson.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #61-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #62-07.   Accept the Combined Permit and Plan Program through the OEPA.
The BOC received a request from Beth Seibert, Allen Soil & Water Conservation District, recommending that the BOC, under guidance of the OEPA, allow American, Bath, Perry and Shawnee Townships to become stormwater co-permittees.  This program will allow Allen County and American, Bath, Perry and Shawnee Townships to combine all five MS4 stormwater permits, Permit #2GQ00010*AG, into one permit which will result in avoiding duplication of permit fees, stormwater management plans and reporting.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #63-07.   Approve twelve Permanent Right-of-Way Easements for County Road purposes for the Eastown Road Phase 2 Project.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #64-07.   Authorize the Office of Homeland Security and Emergency management to enter into a Lease Agreement with IKON Office Solutions, Inc.
Russell J. Decker, EMA Director, is requesting that the BOC grant authorization for the EMA to enter into a lease agreement with IKON Office Solutions, Inc. for a copier/printer for the 9-1-1 Emergency Phone Center.  This lease is for a period of 60 months effective February 8, 2007 at a rate not to exceed $9,819.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #65-07.   Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Clerk Title Administration Fund #2402 to the Certificate of Title Administration Fund #1070.
Gina C. Staley-Burley, Clerk of Courts, is requesting that the BOC authorize a transfer in the amount of $354,711.26 from the Clerk Title Admin. Fund #2402 to the Certificate Title Admin. Fund #1070 to cover the cost of the 2007 operating budget of the Allen County Title Department. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #66-07. Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the BOC approve a transfer in the amount of $157.57 from the Contingencies Account to the County Share – Court of Appeals Account within the General Fund #1001 due to the Mandated Share being larger than anticipated.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, Lisa Merkle, presented the following:
      1. Request to adopt Resolution #67-07, approve the employment of Sherry Deerwester as a Caseworker within the Allen County Child Support Agency.  Lisa Merkle, Director, is requesting that the BOC approve the employment of Sherry Deerwester as a caseworker in the Investigations unit at a rate of $11.51/hour effective February 12, 2007.  Ms. Deerwester will receive all benefits associated with full-time employment.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Allen County Engineer’s Office, Chris Hardesty, presented the following:
      1. Request to advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a new maintenance truck.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, is asking permission to advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a new maintenance truck.  He would like to have the bid opening on March 1, 2007.  This truck is of heavier nature than trucks that have been purchased in the past for the purposes of ditch maintenance.  It will have hauling capacity of over four tons and four-wheel drive.  These features will give the ditch maintenance crew more hauling ability than they have had in a single piece of equipment and have the ability to navigate the rugged ditch banks they are charged with maintaining.  The drainage engineer is asking that the funds for this truck be taken from Fund #2099.  In order to serve the Citizens of Allen County and the citizens paying into the ditch maintenance funds, Allen County Engineer Tim Piper plans to modernize the ditch maintenance fleet and keep it in good repair.
C.   Allen County Coroner presented the following:
      1.  Request submission of a grant application to the Office of Criminal Justice Services.  This grant is being offered through the Office of Criminal Justice Services in the amount of $20,000.00 with a cash match amount of $3,458.08 for a total grant amount of $23,458.08.  These grant monies will allow the Allen County Coroner’s Office to upgrade to meet current ORC regulations and to begin online reporting and meet current statues beginning in 2007, and to trace the information that is gathered at a death scene.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
A proclamation was awarded to The ALL Teddy Bear Fund.  The Allen Lima Leadership Class of 2005 has taken on the task to save and build the Lima Teddy Bear Fund.  The Teddy Bear Fund has been in existence since the 1940’s and has provided 900,000 teddy bears to children in the two local hospitals.  The week of February 12-16th, 2007 is officially Teddy Bear Week in Allen County.  We urge business and organizations to hold fund raisers during this week to raise money for the Teddy Bear Fund.  They are very proud of their history and their mission is to “Continue the tradition of providing teddy bears to area children to bring comfort, companionship and calmness in their time of need.”
