MINUTES OF February 13, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 13th day of February, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 
John Leahy Jr. led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the February 8, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #68-07.   Authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Ditch Maintenance Truck for the Allen County Engineer’s Office.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a new ditch maintenance truck.  Bids will be received until 10:30 a.m. – March 1, 2007 and then be opened and publicly read.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #69-07.   Authorize submission of a grant application to the Office of Criminal Justice Services for the Allen County Coroner.
Marlene Schumaker, on behalf of the Allen County Coroner, is requesting authorization to submit an application to the Office of Criminal Justice Services for a grant in the amount of $20,000.00 with a cash match amount of $3,458.08 for a total grant amount of $23,458.08 Subgrant No. 2006-JG-LLE-T9285.  These funds will enable the Coroner’s Office to upgrade to meet current ORC regulations, obtain investigation equipment and computer notebooks for reporting purposes and investigative training to allow for a professional death investigation Licensure.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #70-07.   Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board approve several transfers within the General Fund #1001 in regards to Domestic Relations Court and Microfilm because salary was not appropriated.

Resolution #71-07.   Authorize membership and payment of dues to the Ohio County Dog Warden’s Association.
The BOC received an invoice requesting renewal of membership and payment of dues for 2007 for the Ohio County Dog Wardens Association in the amount of $250.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #72-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #73-07.   Enter into an agreement with Hancock Regional Planning Commission.
The BOC received written communication from Hancock Regional Planning Commission in regard to the US 30 Corridor Coalition study.  It was agreed by all members of the US 30 Corridor Coalition the each County involved shall pay a base amount of $5,000.00 to begin the study process and the remaining balance of $80,000.00 was determined by a sliding fee scale based upon population.  The agreement is for an amount not to exceed $23,277.00 for a period beginning January 1, 2007 and expiring June 30, 2008.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #74-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the Safe Neighborhood Grant Fund #2808. 
Sherry Buettner, Administrative Director, has requested that the BOC approve a supplemental appropriation for the Safe Neighborhood Grant Fund #2808 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation of $11,139.60.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate funds for current operations.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #75-07. Supplemental appropriation for the A-SORRC Grant Fund #2809.
Sherry Buettner, Administrative Director, has requested that the BOC approve a supplemental for the A-SORRC Grant Fund #2809 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $107,362.00.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate funds for current operations.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

      1. Request to accept Change Order #1 for the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.  Nathan Davis, Asst. Drainage Engineer, has requested that the BOC approve a change order #1 from Brenneman Excavating, Inc. for an increase of $24,569.33.  The new total contract sum is $62,979.33

Request to accept an addendum to the agreement with M-E Companies, Inc.  Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, is requesting the BOC approve an addendum to the contract with M-E Companies for the Eastown Road Project Phase 2.  The addendum will increase the contract by $9,300.00 for a new contract sum of $46,700.00.

Request to accept bid and enter into contract with Kalida Truck Equipment, Inc. for the installation and equipment on departmental trucks.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, is recommending that the BOC accept the bid from Kalida in the amount of $131,841.00.
B.   Community Development, Bruce Wells, presented the following:
      1. Request to establish the date and time for the First Public Hearing on FY’07 CDBG Programs.  The CDBG grants require an annual, generic public hearing which needs to be held by March 2nd.  This hearing is necessary to be eligible to apply for and CDBG grants during the year including Formula, Housing, Water & Sewer and Economic Development grants.
