MINUTES OF february 15, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the February 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #71-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #72-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #73-05.  Authorize the date, time and place for the first public hearing on the submission of the FY’05 CDBG applications.

Resolution #75-05.  Authorize the posting of a public notice regarding a proposed FY’04 Formula Grant Funded Street Improvement Project in a 100-Year Floodplain Area.

Resolution #76-05.   Authorize the Allen County Community Development Coordinator to seek proposals for technical assistance related to the FY’05 CDBG Formula Program.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #77-05.  Authorize an additional commitment of funds to the Village of Lafayette for the FY’03 Formula Grant – Water and Sewer Facilities.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the request at the  February 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #78-05.  Authorize an additional commitment of funds to Lippincott Plumbing & Heating for the FY’03 Formula Grant – Senior Citizens Facilities Improvement Project.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the request at the  February 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #79-05.  Authorize a contract with Poggemeyer Design Group for implementation and technical assistance for the FY’04 CHIP, Home and Ohio Housing Trust Grants.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the request at the  February 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #80-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for a partial repayment of funds advanced from Fund 001 to Fund 010-035.

This is the repayment of $4,500 of the $7,000 that was advanced from the general fund 001 to Fund 010-035.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #81-05.  Enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Ohio State University Extension – Allen County.

Commissioner Bassitt stated that this agreement sets aside property located in the 600 block of West Market Street currently known as the “Children’s Garden”.  This agreement will remain in effect unless 120 day termination notice is given by either party.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #82-05.  Resolution withholding consent for the remission of taxes, penalties and interest on an application for real property tax exemption.
Commissioner Sneary stated that this an objection by the Board of Commissioners, Children Services Board, Board of MR/DD, Johnny Appleseed Metropolitan Park District and the Senior Citizens Center for the remission of taxes, penalties and interest for tax years beyond the regular three-year remission period.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #83-05.  Authorize the adoption of the Allen County Access Management Plan.

David Louth, Design Engineer, presented this request at the February 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #84-05.  Establish date, time and place of auction and enter into a Rental Agreement with the Allen County Agricultural Society.  
The date of June 18, 2005 at 10:00 a.m. at the Allen County Fairgrounds has been established for the disposal of surplus items purchased by the County.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  County Engineer’s Office presented the following:
1. Request to authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for the date, time and place of the bid opening for the Reservoir Road & Mumaugh Road Intersection Improvement Project.  David Louth, Design Engineer, stated that the Allen County Engineer has received an Ohio Department of Development Roadwork Development (629) grant in the amount of $250,000 to be used to widen the turning radius and install a turn lane.  This is a result of Proctor & Gamble’s proposed expansion and subsequent enhancement to the economy.  The County Engineer will pay any costs exceeding the $250,000.  The estimate for the project is $214,857.70. Proctor & Gamble has agreed to pay for new traffic lights.

2. Request to authorize two (2) Contracts for Sale and Purchase of Real Property and two (2) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Phase 3 Project.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, stated that the two (2) contracts for sale and purchase of real property is due to additional right-of-way needed for the improvement.   The two (2) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements are to allow the contractor to work outside of the permanent road right-of-way.   This is the first   four (4) parcels of thirty-two (32) parcels needed for this phase of the project.
