Action Items:
Resolution #76-07.   Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the BOC approve a transfer within the General Fund #1001 for an amount of $661.44 to the Re-Issue Unclaimed Warrants Account to re-issue an unclaimed warrant.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #77-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.  Commissioner Reiff abstain the motion.
Resolution #89-07. Approve a Software Agreement, Software License Agreement and Application Software Support Agreement with Maximus, Inc. for and on behalf of the Allen County Probate and Juvenile Court.
It is necessary to upgrade the current “Courtview” case management software systems which have been utilized by Juvenile & Probate Courts since 1991.  The compensation to be paid pursuant to the said agreements shall be $190,000.00 which includes the first year support.

Resolution #90-07.   Accept Addendum No. 1 to the Agreement with M-E Companies for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase II.
M-E Companies has submitted an addendum to the agreement for the right of way acquisition for an additional $9,300 for a new total contract amount of $46,700.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #91-07.   Accept bid and enter into contract with Kalida Truck Equipment for the purchase and installation of equipment on departmental trucks.
Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, is requesting that the BOC accept the bid and enter into contract with Kalida Truck in the amount of $131,841.00 for the purchase and installation of equipment on trucks at the Allen County Engineer’s Office.

The BOC received a letter of resignation from Mr. Martin Stephens resigning as a Civic Center Board Member effective immediately.  The BOC has conducted interviews to fill this vacancy as well as others vacancies on the Board.  Mr. Bob Horning will fill the unexpired term of Mr. Stephens, commencing February 15, 2007 and ending September 27, 2008 and Mr. Greg Stolly will serve a term commencing February 15, 2007 through September 27, 2011.

The ORDC commits to provide Allen County an amount not to exceed $75,000.00 in grant funds to help construct 2,300 feet of track for the said project.
