MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 16,  2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 16th day of February, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Judy Ellison led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the February 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #88-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #89-06.  Accept a grant from the Port Authority of Allen County and from the D’Arcy Fund for the Thayer Road Improvement Project.

The County has received a commitment of up to $2,000,000 from the Ohio Department of Development for the Thayer Road Improvement Project as a result of the P & G Manufacturing expansion project.  The Port Authority of Allen County and the D’Arcy Fund have each agreed to contribute $25,000 each for the Thayer Road Improvement Project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #90-06.  Authorize the commitment of funds for repairs to a property located on Zeits Avenue, Perry Township, under the Ohio Housing Trust Fund/Community Housing Improvement Program.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the February 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting.   The homeowner is in need of furnace replacement and the removal of a chimney.  Four bids were received with the second best bid being Home Maintenance Support.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #91-06.  Authorize payment of Program Income Funds for emergency repairs on North McDonel, American Township.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the February 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting. The homeowner was in need of waterline repair.  Schenk Plumbing & Heating was able to fix the waterline for a total cost of $295.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #92-06.  Authorize payment of Program Income Funds for emergency repairs on North McDonel, American Township.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the February 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The homeowner was experiencing furnace problems.  Home Maintenance Support was able to repair the furnace at a cost of $117.50. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #93-06.  Authorize the date, time and place for the first public hearing on the submission of FY’06 CDBG applications.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the February 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting.   The hearing is scheduled for Thursday, March 9, 2006 at 10:30 a.m.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Jerry Morris, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request approval of an Interlocal Memorandum of Agreement between the City of Lima, Ohio and Allen County, Ohio.  This is a JAG (Justice Assistance Grant) Award Grant that is divided between Allen County and the City of Lima.  Total grant award is $41,013, which will be divided evenly between both entities in the amount of $18,456.00.  The City will receive an additional 10% which offsets administrative fees associated with the grant.  The department’s intent is to use the monies to replace the in-car video systems in the cruisers.
B.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to approve a contract with Auglaize-Mercer County Y, dba Family Learning Center.   This contract shall be effective February 26, 2006 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $10,000.

2. Request to approve the Salary and Wage Scale and Compensation Practices.  There are two major changes that have occurred.  The first is there are Excellence and Quality awards given to Bargaining Unit employees.  This is now going to be extended to non-bargaining employees as well.  The second is the promotion of Gwen Bailey from Deputy Director of Income Maintenance to Chief Deputy.  Ms. Bailey will continue the duties of Deputy Director of Income Maintenance as well as assume additional responsibilities.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that they are about finished with the process of being able to hire a consultant for the design phase and right-of-way acquisition for the Thayer Road Improvement Project.  This project needs to proceed as quickly as possible.  Proctor & Gamble’s intent is to be able to start shipping truck beginning in December, 2006.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
