MINUTES OF february 17, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 17th day of February, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Jon Neuman, representing the Regional Airport Authority, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the February 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #85-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #86-05.  Authorize Auditor to issue warrants to various Allen County organizations for 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #87-05.  Authorize Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Reservoir Road and Mumaugh Road Intersection Improvement.

Dave Louth, Design Engineer, presented the request at the February 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #88-05.  Authorize two (2) “Contracts for Sale and Purchases of Real Property” and two (2) “Temporary Right-of-Way Easements” for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase 3 Project.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented the request at the February 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #89-05.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Department of Job and Family Services and the Children Services Board.

Lynn Shock, Director, presented the request at the February 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #90-05, authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with the Ohio State University, dba the Strategy Store.  This contract will allow the Ohio State University, dba the Strategy Store, to perform a wage and benefit survey for the three-county one-stop system.  This contract would be effective January 18, 2005 through June 30, 2005 and funded with Reed Acts funds.  Marcel Wagner, Allen Economic Development Office, stated that through this contract, this would assess workforce needs by seeing if we’re competitive in business practices, hiring practices, wage scale, etc.  This survey will show a combined result of all three counties as well as each county separate.  The economic development offices of the three counties have agreed to share costs associated with the study over and above the $22,500.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2. Request to amend various day care contracts. This is a request to amend five (5) day care contracts to be effective February 23, 2005 through June 30, 2005.  This is a result in childcare placements.  
3. Request to amend a contract with Black and White Cab Co.  This is to increase the contract by $40,000 from $70,000 to an amount not to exceed $110,000.  This contract provides transportation services for the clients.

4. Request to adopt Resolution #92-05, approve the Area 7 Workforce Business Plan. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

B.  Ron Meyer, Assistant Bridge Engineer, presented the following:

      1.  Request to adopt Resolution #91-05, accept bid and enter into contract for the Sugar Street and Bible Road Intersection Improvement.  Two (2) bids were received as follows:  Bluffton Paving - $125,344.50 (corrected) and The Shelly Company - $154,737.30.  The County Engineer’s Office requested that Bluffton Paving be awarded the contract.  The engineer’s estimate for the project is $131,079.75.

C.  Jon Neuman, Regional Airport Authority, presented the following:

      1.  Request to purchase a Pick-Up Truck.  Mr. Neuman stated that three (3) proposals were received for a 2005 4 x 4 Pick-Truck, which includes a snow blade and rhino liner.  Tom Ahl was the low bid of $21,197.00.  Commissioner Sneary questioned whether bids were received through State-Cooperative Purchasing.  Mr. Neuman stated that he did somewhat and because of location and delivery issues, he stated that he would like to purchase the vehicle locally.  Commissioner Sneary requested that he look into state pricing.  Kelli Singhaus, Clerk, stated that if state pricing is cheaper and if a local dealership can offer the same, the purchase can be done locally.

D.  Vicki Tarr, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

      1.  Request to employ Nichole Murphy as a Support Worker I in the legal department.  Nichole Murphy will be employed as a Clerk Typist in the legal department.  She is currently working as a temporary employee and the agency would like to hire her full-time.  She will remain at the rate of $9.89 per hour with an effective hire date of February 23, 2005.
