MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 28,  2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 28th day of February, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Scott Little led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the February 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #108-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #109-06.  Authorize termination of a lease for premises located at 220 North Main Street, Lima, Ohio.
This lease shall be terminated as of June 30, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #110-06.  Authorize the renewal of a contract with Schindler Elevator Corp. for elevator maintenance.

This contract renewal is for elevator maintenance of various county owned facilities.  The cost of said renewal is in the amount of $28,544.00 for a period beginning February 1, 2006 through January 31, 2007.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #111-06.  Authorize to enter into an agreement with the Allen County Regional Transit Authority for bus transportation services.

This agreement is to provide assistance to the Regional Transit Authority for bus transportation services at a cost of $75,000.00 for calendar year 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #112-06.  Authorize the renewal of an Agreement of Affiliation with the Lima-Allen County Crime Stoppers.
Mark Pierce, Lima-Allen County Crime Stoppers, presented this request at the February 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Effective May 1, 2006, any municipal court, county court or court of common pleas within Allen County shall impose the sum of $1.00 as costs in any case in which a person is convicted of or pleads guilty to any offense other than a traffic offense.  Said fee shall be used towards reward money for tips offered to the agency.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #113-06.  Authorize a contract with Mannik & Smith Group, Inc. for professional services as it relates to the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase II.

Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, presented this request at the February 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting. Mannik & Smith Group, Inc. shall provide real estate acquisition services for said project. This contract is for a maximum compensation of $236,847.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #114-06.  Authorize a contract with M-E Companies for professional services as it relates to the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase II.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, presented this request at the February 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  M-E Companies shall provide appraisal review services for said project. This contract is for a maximum compensation of $37,400.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #115-06.  Authorize a contract with Bacon & Associates for professional services as it relates to the Thayer Road Improvement Project.

Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, presented this request at the February 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Bacon & Associates shall provide design services for the Thayer Road Improvement Project.  This contract is for a maximum compensation of $69,500.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #116-06.  Resolution to instruct the County Engineer to proceed with the Report of the County Engineer for the establishment of Mills Road, Amanda Township.

The proposed improvement was viewed by the Board of County Commissioners on February 23, 2006.  The County Engineer is to furnish a report on or before March 21, 2006 regarding the Mills Road establishment.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #117-06.  Approve an addendum to a contract with WSOS Community Action Commission for the provision of technical and administrative services.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the February 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  WSOS shall provide services for the FY’2006 Formula – Community Development Block Grant Program at a cost not to exceed $10,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #118-06.  Authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission and the Board of Allen County Commissioners.
This contract is for a period commencing January 1, 2006 and expiring December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Julie Shellhammer, Allen County Dog Warden, presented the following:


1.
Request to increase dog tag fee.  Shellhammer stated that in order to maintain operations of the 


dog control facility as well as serve the needs of Allen County, it is necessary to increase fees 


within the agency.  Shellhammer proposed to the Board increasing the fees as follows:  Dog Tags 


from $12.00 to $14.00; Kennel Fee from $60.00 to $70.00; Housing Fee from $13.50 per day to 


$15.00 per day; and Adoption Fee from $40.00 to $60.00. She also stated that the department has 


been working with various organizations for adoption of the dogs.  Becky Saine, County 



Administrator, stated that the general fund has been assisting the dog and kennel fund financially 


for the last couple of years.  There is a need to increase the revenue source so that services can be 


provided.
B.   Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency presented the following:

1. Request approval to employ Beth Gerow as a Part-Time Temporary Support Worker II.  Ms. Gerow had previously worked for the agency and has agreed to come back on a part-time temporary basis.  She will assist with training and with caseloads.  She will be paid at the rate of $12.57 per hour effective March 6, 2006.

2. Request approval to employ Joshua Schmenk and Natalie Mankey as Full-Time Support Worker II’s.  Both are being employed to fill vacancies within the agency and will be paid at the rate of $11.17 per hour.  Mr. Schmenk shall begin employment March 6, 2006 and Ms. Mankey shall begin employment March 13, 2006.

C.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

       1.
Request to commit funds from the CDBG Home Repair Grant for a project located on South 

Roberts, Perry Township.  Three bids were received for a roof replacement, gutters and bathroom 
vent for said property.  Wells recommended that the bid from Dilly Door/DDC Rehab, Inc. be 
accepted and that a commitment of $3,700 be made from the CDBG Home Repair Grant.

Request to commit funds from the Ohio Housing Trust Fund Home Repair Grant and Program 
Income/Administration for a project located on Old Delphos Road, Marion Township.  Two bids 
were received for the replacement of a failed sanitary sewer system.  The program limit is $8,000.  
Wells requested that the difference of $1,360.00 be committed from Program Income and/or the 
Administration allocation.

D. Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1.
Request to renew contract with Maximus for the Program Expenditures Tracking System (PETS) 
software.  Wells requested that this contract be renewed so that the office can continue to process 
and track the accounts payable functions until functions can be centralized in their new facility.  
The total renewal cost is $775.00.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Mary Early, Family Children First Council, presented a rose to Kayla Little from Elida Intermediate School, for being selected as a 2006 Family Well-Being Calendar Contest Winner.  About 150 fifth graders entered the contest in Allen County, in which Kayla was selected.  Her poster was then sent to the state competition, in which Kayla’s posted ended up being selected for the calendar.  The theme of the contest was “Adults:  You are the Key to Preventing Child Abuse and Neglect.”   Mary Early and Scott Ferris announced that the 2007 calendar contest is beginning and are hoping that another recipient will be selected from Allen County.
