MINUTES OF MARCH 1, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 1st day of March, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the February 24, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #101-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #102-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers to various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #103-05.  Supplemental appropriation to various funds.

Upon the request of Becky Saine, County Administrator, this an increase in the appropriation of $75,000 to Fund 170 - Miscellaneous Repairs – Building & Grounds;  increase in the appropriation of $40,000 to Fund 171 – Savings Building – Repairs; and an increase in the appropriation of $5,000 to Fund 890 -  Health Insurance Plan – Other Expense.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #104-05.  Supplemental appropriation to MR/DD, Marimor School and Workshop – Fund 018.
Upon the request of Esther Baldridge, Superintendent, this is an increase in the appropriation of $10,743.00 to Fund 018 – Cafeteria supplies sundry.  The new appropriation is $11,243.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #105-05.  Enter into contract with Touchstone CPM for the Allen County Museum Expansion Project – Phase I.  

Touchstone CPM will serve as construction manager for the preconstruction phase of the Allen County Museum Expansion Project – Phase I for an amount not to exceed $76,398.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #106-05.  Approve Interlocal Memorandum of Agreement with the City of Lima.  
The City of Lima is applying for a 2005 JAG Law Enforcement Grant in the amount of $77,344.00.  Through this Memorandum of Agreement, contingent upon receipt of the grant monies and after deduction of administrative fees, the City of Lima shall pay Allen County $34,365.00 of 2005 JAG Law Enforcement Grant funds.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Vicki Tarr, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #107-05, renew contract with Grampy’s House.  This contract renewal assists children and families in Allen County who have been affected by divorce, separation, abuse or neglect in rebuilding their family relationships through a safe community based visitation service.  This contract is retroactive to October 1, 2004 thru September 30, 2005 for a total contract amount not to exceed $33,159.04.  The delay in requesting approval of the contract is due to whether or not the Access Visitation Grant was going to be renewed and if so, at what amount.   Grampy’s House has continued to be paid monthly by excess grant funds.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  David Louth, County Engineer, presented the following:

      1.  Request to adopt Resolution #108-05, designate Access Management Appeals and Variance Board and authorize the Allen County Engineer to administer the Access Management Plan.  The Access Management Plan was approved by the Board on February 15, 2005, pursuant to Resolution #83-05.   The plan shall then become effective 31 days after adoption, which is March 18, 2005.   In accordance with HB 366, there are several procedures that need to be followed after adoption of the plan.  A legal notice was published in the Lima News on February 25, 2005.    David Louth recommended to the Board that a representative and alternate from the following organizations be designated for the Appeals and Variance Board as follows:  County Engineer’s Office, County Commissioner’s Office, ODOT, LACRPC, Economic Development, American Township, Bath Township, Shawnee Township and Perry Township. Louth also requested that the Board appoint Wayne Gerdeman, County Engineer, to administer the Allen County Access Management Plan. 

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C. Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

       1. Request to enter into a Wastewater Treatment Agreement with the Village of Lafayette.  Allen East Schools will be constructing a new facility at the corner of SR 309 and Napoleon Road and are in need of public sewer.    This agreement with the Village of Lafayette will be for the treatment of wastewater from the Allen East School Sewer Improvement Area.  The county will utilize the assessment process to undertake the cost to construct the improvement of providing sanitary sewer to the location of the new Allen East School.  The project will also provide service to approximately a dozen residential households.  Residential cost will be $32.50 per month and the monthly cost for the school will be at a charge of $.85 per student and staff member.
