MINUTES OF MARCH 3, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of March, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Amy Odum, City of Lima, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the March 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #109-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #110-05.  Authorize a Wastewater Treatment Agreement between Allen County and the Village of Lafayette.
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the March 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #111-05.  Consideration of a petition for annexation of 138.611 acres, more or less, from Perry Township to the City of Lima.

This petition is an expedited Type I annexation.  Correspondence was received by the Board from the Tax Map Office in reference to the petition.  The correspondence stated that a parcel in the petition was listed as adjacent territory and should be listed as part of the annexed territory.  The correspondence also stated that the description for the annexation does not match the plat.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution for annexation contingent upon the corrections referenced by the Tax Map is made. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #112-05.  Approve the probationary termination of an employee within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into contract with Spherion Employment Services to hire a temporary laborer.  This is a request utilize Spherion Employment Services to hire temporary laborers for the department to offset the department’s current workload due to retirements and resignations.  The rate of pay will vary from $14.00 to $18.00 per hour.

B.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer presented the following:

1. Request for the approval of a Railroad Agreement for the Metcalf Street Bridge Project.    This bridge was built in 1923 and rehabbed in 1989.  This is approximately a $2 million dollar project with actual construction costing approximately $1.8 million dollars.  The county has applied for federal funding.  This project will result in a 90/10 split.  The 10% split will be between the city and the county.  The county’s 5% will be covered under a federal grant due to a bridge revenue credit that the county has.  The county in essence will not be disbursing any county monies for said project.    This agreement is some of the preliminary work that needs to be completed before the project begins.  This is also a request that Wayne Gerdeman, County Engineer, be authorized as the LPA agent for the county and to sign any documents that pertain to this project on behalf of the county.  This project is scheduled to start next year.
