Resolution #130-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to amend a contract with Bluffton Child Development Center for the provision of day care services.

Resolution #131-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to amend contract with James A. Rhodes State College dba Rhodes State Campus Preschool for the provision of day care services.

2. Request to accept proposal from Communique’ Productions, Inc. to provide departmental training.
