MINUTES OF MARCH 8, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Resolution  #113-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #114-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers to various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #115-05.  Authorize the approval to adopt a Railroad Agreement for the Metcalf Street Bridge Project and appoint Wayne C. Gerdeman as LPA representative for the project.
In order to apply for financial assistance for the Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA) federal funding it is necessary to designate and individual to submit the application and execute the agreement.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #116-05.  Authorize the Sanitary Engineering Department to enter into contract with Spherion. 
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer has requested this contract with Spherion to provide seasonal help in the 2005 calendar year.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #117-05.  Authorize the Allen County Regional Airport authority to purchase a new 2005 Dodge 4WD Pick-Up Truck from Tom Ahl Chrysler Dodge, Inc.
The Regional Airport Authority received a price of $21,197.00 from Tom Ahl.  They received through state contract a price of $23,719.50, which is $2,522.50 more; therefore, purchasing the vehicle through the local dealership will save money.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

1. Request the approval to hire a Maintenance Worker I within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.  The department has completed the interviewing process and has selected Dyllan Burkheimer to fill the position.
B.  Lisa Merkle, CSEA, presented the following:

      1. Request the approval of a collaborative project between CSEA and Crime Stoppers regarding outstanding warrants.  Mark Pierce, Program Director of Crime Stoppers has agreed to handle the current 143 outstanding warrants for child support.  He will spotlight, weekly in the local newspaper, several current warrants.  Mark Pierce stated that currently child support warrants amount to about one quarter to one-third of all of the Sheriff’s Office warrants.  The Sheriff’s Office has authorized the use of the warrants team to aid Crime Stoppers.  Lisa stated she will have a press release later today to the media.
