MINUTES OF MARCH 10, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the March 8, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.
Resolution  #118-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #119-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers to various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #120-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Dog and Kennel fund to the General fund.

This is a transfer of $15,000 for the repayment of an advance.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #121-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Child Support Enforcement Agency Fund 012.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $106,000 for a new appropriation of $531,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #122-05.  Employ Dylan Burkheimer as a Maintenance Worker I in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented this request at the March 8, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #123-05.  Approve Assignment and Assumption of Lease for office space located in the City Loan Building.
Cory, Meredith, Witter, Rumer & Cheney are assuming the lease for Suite 508 on the 5th floor of the City Loan Building at a cost of $225.50 per month.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to accept proposal and enter into contract for the construction of the Bice Road Bridge.  Four (4) bids were received with the low bid being Eagle Bridge Company in the amount of $559,113.70.  This project is being funded 100% with federal funds.

B.  Lisa Merkle, CSEA, presented the following:

1. Request for approval to adopt Resolution #124-05, renew IV-D contracts with Allen County Domestic   Relations and Allen County Juvenile Court.  IV-D contracts are now being reimbursed on a per hour verses a per case basis.  Juvenile Courts contract is in the amount of $587,670.00.  The rate is $154.65 per hour and is estimated to purchase 3,800 hours of hearings.  The Domestic Relations Court contract is in the amount of $206,100.00.  The rate is $274.80 per hour and is estimated to purchase 750 hours.  Said contracts shall be effective from January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2005.
