MINUTES OF MARCH 15, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 15th day of March, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Tim Piper, Chief Deputy Engineer, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the March 3, 2005 and March 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.
Resolution  #125-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #126-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers to various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #127-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 035-002 to the Revenue Bond Fund 348-003.

This is a transfer of $300,000.00 to fund approximately one half of the 2005 payment, including interest, on the Sanitary Engineering Revenue Bond.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #128-05.  Supplemental appropriation to various funds.

This is a request from Becky Saine, County Administrator, to appropriate monies to various ditch advances out funds totaling $53,154.84.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #129-05.  Supplemental appropriation to Adult Probation – Fund 081-457 and Fund 081-458.

This is an increase in the appropriation to both funds totaling $3,952.87.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #130-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Eagle Bridge Company for the construction of the Bice Road Bridge.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the March 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #131-05.  Authorize “Then and Now” purchase orders.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #132-05, enter into contract with Geneva Patricia LaBauve dba It Takes a Village Child Care.  This is a new Type A provider contract (previously a Type B provider).  This contract shall be effective March 21, 2005 through June 30, 2005 in an amount not to exceed $50,000.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #133-05, appoint Rick L. Johnson, Sr. as a labor representative to the Allen County Workforce Policy Board.   This appointment is for a three-year term commencing immediately and expiring March 14, 2008.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
3. Request to adopt Resolution #134-05, re-appoint members to the Allen County Workforce Policy Board.  This is for the re-appointment of Chuck Fuller, Jeff Sprague and Marcel Wagner for a three-year term commencing January 20, 2005 and ending January 19, 2008.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Tim Piper, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #135-05, approve the 2005 Road Program Meeting Dates.  The meeting between the Township Trustees and the County Engineer’s Office is scheduled for April 5, 2005 and April 7, 2005.  The final meeting is scheduled for April 20, 2005 at 11:00 a.m.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
