MINUTES OF MARCH 18, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of March, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the March 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #136-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #137-05.  Authorize warrants of transfer for the repayment of various advances.

This is to return advances from various ditch funds that was previously funded by the general fund.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #138-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineer Department Operating Fund 034-000 to the Surplus Fund 035-002.

This is the transfer of $350,000 from the operating fund to the surplus fund to pay for capital projects.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #139-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Lammers Watershed Improvement Fund 120-235.

This is a new appropriation of $500.00 to the advertising/printing account.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #140-05.  Resolution to conduct the regular agenda meeting within the Village of Spencerville.
In accordance with Section 305.06 (B) of the Ohio Revised Code, the Commissioners will be conducting their March 24, 2005 regular agenda meeting at 7:00 p.m. within the Village of Spencerville, 116 S. Broadway.  This is being done to develop participation from the public community.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #141-05.  Resolution to adopt Putnam County’s resolution to have maintenance completed on the William Fuerst Joint County Ditch #568.
A resolution was received by the Putnam County Commissioners dated March 11, 2005 requesting approval to proceed with maintenance on the ditch.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds, presented the following:
1. Request for the approval of Change Order #1 with Sprint for the Telephone System Upgrade.  This is the upgrade of phones that were not planned in the original bid proposal.  This is the purchase of nineteen additional phones and the addition of two (2) modules at a cost of $6,432.41.

B.  County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #142-05, accept bid and enter into contract for the Reservoir Road & Mumaugh Road Intersection Improvement Project.   Per David Louth, Design Engineer, three (3) bids were received with the low bid being Bluffton Paving, Inc. in the amount of $205,903.80.  Mr. Louth noted that a $250,000 grant has been provided by the Ohio Department of Development (ODOD Roadwork Development (629) Grant).  The engineer’s estimate for the project was $214,857.70.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2. Request to approve a Memorandum of Understanding between the Allen County Soil and Water Conservation District and the Board of Allen County Commissioners.  Per Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, this MOU provides additional coordination efforts to create a concise program for the Stormwater Phase 2 Plan.   A consortium has been created made up of members from the four (4) townships and representatives of Allen County.  Plans have been developed and submitted to the EPA.   It is now time to develop the project.  An employee of the Soil and Water Conservation District will split his/her duties to manage the Soil & Water Conservation District, Ottawa River Coalition and the Stormwater Phase 2 Plan.    Any monies contributed to Soil & Water Conservation District will be met with up to a 50% match.  Each entity will have their own funding source.  The county will need to budget approximately $12,000 and the townships will need to budget $11,500.  Stormwater and sediment regulations will be a financial contributor as well, bringing a total of $23,500.  With the 50% match, approximately $40,000 will be generated.  By signing this MOU, the Commissioners are agreeing to a have a Phase 2 Stormwater that will be managed, creation of a coordinator, and financially contribute to the management of this project.  
3. Request to approve four (4) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Phase 3 Project.  There are 32 total parcels that right-of-way that needs to be obtained.  The first two are $300.00 and the last one has two (2) temporary easements totaling $430.00.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Commissioner Reiff read a Press Release as it relates to a contest for the development of an “Allen County Veteran’s Council Flag”.  All students in grades 9 thru 12 are eligible to participate.  Deadline for entries must be postmarked no later than April 22, 2005.  There will be a 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winner.

Pat Smith, Museum Director, announced that the PBS Program Club will be conducting a discussion group based on a PBS series, “The Question of God.”    The group will focus on a portion of this series called “Love Thy Neighbor”.  This will be held on March 30, 2005 from 11:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the Folsom Auditorium of the Allen County Museum.

State Representative John Williamowski spoke as it relates to Local Government Funds.  Williamowski stated that Commissioner Bassitt did a nice job testifying on behalf of Allen County on Thursday, March 17, 2005.    The CCAO did smart maneuvering in regard to witnesses.  He spoke in reference to BCMH funding and the reduction that have been made to that particular funding.  $5 million is going to be restored to BCMH funding.    He spoke in regards to effectively right-sizing the state government because the state government has not really had that done.  This involves not filling retirement positions, reduce state government by 1,500 employees, etc.  This budget is $2.4 billion increase from last year.   What we need to save in Local Government Funds, we can do about 1/8 of HB 77.  He stated HB 77 needs to be pushed.   
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
