Approval of the March 18, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes were postponed.  
Resolution  #143-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #144-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 035-002 to the Water Fund 036-001.

This is a transfer of $1,000.00 to fund payment for bond servicing of the St. John’s Waterline.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #145-05.  Approve Change Order #1 with Sprint for the Telephone System Upgrade.

This Change Order is for an additional nineteen (19) 3904 Phones and two (2) 22-Button add on modules for an additional cost of $6,432.41.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #146-05.  Approve four (4) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements for County Road Purposes for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase 1 Project.
These four (4) easements total $1,030.00 and are necessary so that contractors will be able to work outside of the permanent road right-of-way of Eastown Road.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #147-05, Authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise for request for proposals (RFP) for the administration of the Workforce Investment Acts (WIA) funds for youth services.  
The request is for RFP’s for fiscal year 2006, to begin July 1, 2005.  Advertisement will be published March 24, 2005 and March 31, 2005.  The bidder’s conference will be held April 1, 2005 at 10:30 a.m. and bids will be received until 10:00 a.m. on April 15, 2005 upon which they will be opened and read aloud publicly.

2. Request the approval to renew a Contract with SP Building Services for janitorial services.  This is the last year to renew this contract before it is time for RFP’s.  Contract will be effective April 1, 2005 in an amount not to exceed $17,592.00.
