MINUTES OF MARCH 22, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 22nd day of March, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Nathan Davis led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the March 20, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #185-07.    Approve the use of credit cards for the 2nd quarter of 2007.
Pursuant to Section 301.27 of the ORC, the BOC may authorize the use of credit cards to various County Departments and their employees in which all have submitted an estimate of expenditures for the months of April, May and June of 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #186-07.   Renew a Maintenance Agreement with Besam Automated Entrance Systems, Inc. for services at the Allen County Juvenile Court.
By Resolution #583-04 dated August 12, 2004, the BOC approved a Maintenance Agreement with Besam to provide services to the Allen County Juvenile Court.  This renewal is for an amount not to exceed $260.00 a year and shall be effective for three years commencing May 18, 2007 through May 17, 2010.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #187-07.   Approve an Inter-County Agreement for the release and acceptance of funds between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and the Hocking County Department of Job & Family Services.
Per OAC Section 5101:9-6-82 permits the County to release funds between counties.  Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County DJFS is requesting to trade and release $20,000.00 from its Title XX Allocation to Hocking County and will accept $20,000.00 in Day Care Funds from Hocking County.  This one time adjustment to trade and release funds leaves sufficient funding levels to remain to provide mandated services for State Fiscal Year 2007 and mandated services will be provided in the County for the remainder of SFY’2007, regardless of funding.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #188-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #189-07.  Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Peggy Elmquist, W.O.R.T.H. Center, has requested a transfer in the amount of $8,201.00 within the Able Grant Fund #8105 to reimburse the 501 grant, a portion of teacher’s salaries per ABLE Grant.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #190-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the Donation Fund #8090.
Mary Early, FCFC Director, has requested a supplemental appropriation in the amount of $1,707.25 to reimburse for previous expenditure.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #191-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the HAVA Fund #2097.
Keith Cunningham, Board of Elections Director, has requested a supplemental appropriation in the amount of $55.00 for additional poll worker training.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #192-07.   Supplemental appropriation for various County Engineer Funds.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, has requested a supplemental appropriation for several County Engineer Funds totaling $143,428.37 to reimburse County Engineer for labor costs and ditch maintenance note principal, interest and fiscal charges.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #193-07.   Re-appoint Jennifer VanTilburgh to the Workforce Policy Board.
Written communication has been received from Lynn Shock, DJFS Director, requesting to re-appoint Jennifer VanTilburgh to the Workforce Policy Board for a 3 year term commencing March 22, 2007 and expiring March 22, 2010.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #194-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the Ameri-Corp Grant Fund #2868.
Julie Norberg, Allen County Juvenile Court, has requested a supplemental with an original appropriation amount of $17,975.12 and a new appropriation of $25,499.12 for an increase of $7,524.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #195-07.   Authorize the issuance of $231,000.00 of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes.
It is necessary to issue and sell bonds of Allen County in the principal sum of $231,000.00 for the purpose of providing funds to pay the cost of numerous County Ditch Projects.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #196-07.   Authorize the issuance of $524,000.00 of Ditch Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes.

It is necessary to issue and sell bonds of Allen County in the principal sum of $524,000.00 for the purpose of providing funds for designing and engineering the Crites and the Flat Fork Ditch Improvement Projects.  The Crites Ditch Project is estimated to cost $17,500.00, in which it will be funded by the levy and collection of special assessments against benefited property and Flat Fork Creek Ditch Project is estimated to cost $506,500.00. 

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #197-07.   Authorize the issuance of $755,000.00 of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2007.

Since the BOC has adopted 2 resolutions which authorized bond anticipation notes, it is now necessary to combine two separate note issues into a single note issue to achieve certain cost savings.  Said notes shall be sold to JPMorgan Chase Bank, NA.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #198-07.   Approve a one (1) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.

Lynn Shock, Director, is requesting to suspend an employee for one day due to failure of good behavior, nonfeasance and unprofessional conduct.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #199-07.   Approve a seven (7) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.

Lynn Shock, Director, is requesting to suspend an employee for seven days due to nonfeasance, failure of good behavior, neglect of duty and unprofessional conduct.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Allen County Engineer’s Office presented the following:
      1. Request to adopt Resolution #200-07, authorize the posting of a thirty (30) ton gross load limit for the Hume Road Bridge.  During the recent inspection of the said bridge, which is located between Delong Road and Interstate 75, Shawnee Township, it was determined that the concrete deck has deteriorated to a point of concern.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
             2. 
Request authorization to complete roadside tile work for the George “Mike” Ramser SB 160 Project.  Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, is requesting that the BOC accept a project maintenance estimate in the amount of $12,742.30 to complete work for the said project which consists of the following:  475 ft of 12” tile, 280 ft of 15” tile, 4 catch basins, and re-grading the roadside ditch.  The County Engineer will complete this work through the Force Account and is anticipated to be done within the next 2 months.
             3.   Request to accept an addendum to the contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for Professional Services for the Eastown Road Phase 4.  Tim Piper, County Engineer, informed the BOC that they are now required to minimize storm water erosion on projects like Eastown not only during construction, but also after construction is completed.  Therefore, it is necessary to include Post Construction Storm Water Best Management Practices in the construction plans.  This revision to the existing agreement will increase the contract amount by $24,850.00.    

             4.   Request to accept one (1) permanent highway right of way easement for the Eastown Road Phase 2 Project.  One easement is necessary for the construction of Eastown Road, Phase 2, from SR 81 to SR 309.  Parcel number: 78BSI.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations

The Allen County Children Services Board presented a Treatment Foster Care Program Update.  Julia Nunez, Social Services Director, presented the Commissioners with a Foster Care Program Overview which details basic requirements, treatment foster care, traditional vs. treatment foster care, expectations of foster parents, treatment team meetings, treatment plans and a general over view of how CSB is rapidly expanding and progressing.  Scott Ferris stated that this program has been actively running for one year and there are few in the State of Ohio that offers this program.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
