MINUTES OF MARCH 23, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:20 a.m. on the 23rd day of March, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Sam Bassitt led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the March 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #171-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #172-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Deafendeffin Group Ditch Fund 2290.

This is a new appropriation in the amount of $917.31 to the refund account.  This is appropriation is necessary as the project is complete and refunds need to be issued to close this fund.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #173-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Handgun License Fund 2849.

This is a new appropriation in the amount of $6,000.00 to the Fee-BCI & I/Background Check account.  This account was established to pay certain fees to the state.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #174-06.  Authorize a contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. to provide engineering services for the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Area.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the March 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Total cost of said is in the amount of $75,834.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #175-06.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for an accident involving a 2002 Ford Taurus from the W.O.R.T.H. Center.

Total loss of said vehicle is in the amount of $8,985.84 less a $2,500.00 deductible for an insured loss of $6,485.84.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #176-06.  Approve a five (5) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #177-06.  Accept Change Order #1 from Charles Construction Services, Inc. for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the March 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Said change order resulted in an increase to the contract in the amount of $60,339.46 for a new contract amount of $2,159,139.46.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #178-06.  Accept Change Order #1 from Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the March 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting. Said change order resulted in an increase to the contract in the amount of $759.45 for a new contract amount of $197,874.45.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #179-06.  Accept Change Order #1 from Sidney Electric Co. for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the March 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  
Said change order resulted in an increase of the contract in the amount of $2,808.00 for a new contract amount of $380,808.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
Resolution #180-06.  Authorize the establishment of Mills Road in Amanda Township.
The Board has viewed the proposed area and conducted a hearing for the establishment of Mills Road.  The right-of-way width shall be established at twenty (20) feet on each side of the centerline of Mills Road for a total of forty (40) feet.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #181-06.  Approve date, time and place of ditch maintenance hearings.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #182-06.  Authorize the renewal of a Real Estate Agreement between the Allen County Sheriff’s Office and Highland Properties, Inc. as Agent for Northland Plaza, Limited Liabilities Company.
Dan Beck, Allen County Sheriff, presented this request at the March 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The lease is for a period of two (2) years at a cost of $800.00 annually.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #183-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the general fund to the Civic Center fund.

This is the transfer of $57,500.00 for the payment of Civic Center utilities.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
Jerry Morris, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Continuous Signaling GPS Tracking Electronic Monitoring Program.   This monitoring program is more than an ankle bracelet.  This device will not limit the persons activities.  The person will be able to gain employment, go the doctor, etc. and the device will be able to track  his/her location.

B.  
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request authorization to enter into an Administrative Agreement with the City of Delphos for the FY’2005 Formula Program.  The City of Delphos received an allocation in the amount of $33,000 from the Formula Grant for FY’2005 as the County’s “acquired city”.  In order for the City of Delphos to receive these funds, both the city and county need to enter into an administrative agreement, subject to the Ohio Department of Development’s approval.  Through this agreement, the County assists with the grant application, administration and grant payment.  The City is responsible for advertising, contracts and handling the project.
2. Request authorization to enter into contracts for the Crossroads Crisis Center, FY’04 Formula Project.  As previously presented, bids received totaled approximately $20,000 more than available funding.  By eliminating some of the remodeling portions of the project and obtainng donated work, the cost of the bid portion of the project has been reduced to approximately $60,000.  Wells requested approval of contracts for the following:

3. Request authorization to advertise the Environmental Review Notice for the FY’05 Formula Bath Township Drainage Project.  This project involved drainage improvements in the Independence, Pangle and Prosperity Roads area in Bath Township.  Written comments will be received until 4:00 p.m. on April 19, 2006.  No objections received after May 9, 2006 will be considered by the State of Ohio for Release of Funds.

C.   Allen County Museum, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #184-06, enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Historical Society.  

Commissioner Sneary moved to table the resolution until further notice.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Reiff.  The roll was called the vote was unanimous to table said resolution.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Pastor Robert Green spoke on behalf of his appeal of an option to purchase land for a casino.  Pastor Green stated that with the development of a casino in Lima, there would be an increase in traffic, social problems such as addiction, murder, etc., loss of businesses, pressure in labor market, etc.  He asked the Commissioners to really consider what an impact a casino would have on Allen County.

Pastor Menke and Doug Anthony also spoke in reference to the option to purchase land for a casino by the City of Lima for the use of attracting a casino operation.  Pastor Menke presented facts on the impact  casino operations have had on Las Vegas, Nevada.  They also both asked the Commissioners to really consider what an impact a casino would have on Allen County.

Commissioner Sneary stated that the Commissioners are in an exploration stage of their position on the casino.  The decision that is made by the Board of Commissioners will be long term.  Commissioner Reiff stated that the Board realizes the gravity of their decision, in which the Board will not be rushed based on their time-table.  Commissioner Bassitt stated that the information presented today has been helpful and that the Board will continue to rely on others to provide information to them as it relates to the casino.

Sheriff Dan Beck stated his position on the casino.  He feels that Allen County is heading in a positive direction and with the addition of a casino in our area, what will the legacy be for Allen County in the future?

Miriam Martin, Randy Conkleman and Linda Crouch all stated that they are in opposition of the casino and do not cadone gambling.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
