Resolution #201-07.    Approve one (1) Permanent Highway Right-of-Way Easement for Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase 2.
Mark Stockman is requesting the BOC approve 1 easement for the construction of Eastown Road from SR 81 to SR 309 to Hollingsworth;  Parcel #78-BS1 in the amount of $37,350.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #202-07.   Accept a Maintenance Estimate for construction of the George “Mike” Ramser SB 160 Project.
By Resolution #39-07 dated January 30, 2007, the BOC, under the recommendation from the Board of Supervisors of the Allen Soil & Water Conservation District, approved the construction of the George Mike Ramser Project #1245.  Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, is requesting to approve a maintenance estimate in the amount of $12,742.30, which includes all labor, work, materials and equipment necessary to complete the roadside tile work within the Grubb Road right of way.  The County Engineer will complete the said work through the Force Account.
