MINUTES OF MARCH 28, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 28th day of March, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Heather Rutz led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the March 23, 2006 meeting will be approved on a later date.
Action Items:
Resolution #185-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #186-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Project Fund 4006.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that $100,000.00 be transferred from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus fund 5035 to the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Project Fund 4006 for a portion of the department contribution to this sewer improvement project.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #187-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Operations Fund 5034 to the Surplus Fund 5035.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that $500,000.00 be transferred from the Sanitary Engineering Department Operations Fund 5034 to the Surplus Fund 5035 to move revenue from operations to the Surplus Fund to fund various departmental projects.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #188-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035 to the Perry Schools Sewer Fund 4007.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that $75,000.00 be advanced from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035 to the Perry Schools Sewer Fund 4007 to cover initial engineering costs for the Perry Schools Sewer Project in anticipation of the receipt of loan proceeds.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #189-06.  Authorize to enter into an Administrative Agreement to provide Community Development Block Grant Funds to the City of Delphos for Formula Year 2005.
Allen County will provide Community Development Block Grant Funds to the City of Delphos for the purpose of benefiting low/moderate income residents of the City of Delphos by making needed capital improvements within the City at an amount not to exceed $33,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #190-06.  Authorize the posting of a “Public Notice of a Finding of No Significant Impact on the Environment-Combined Notice” in conjunction with the Bath Township Drainage-FY’05 Formula Project.
The Board of County Commissioners has received written communications from Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, seeking permission to post a “Public Notice of a Finding of No Significant Impact on the Environment-Combined Notice” in the Lima News on April 4, 2006 in conjunction with funding activities for the Allen County FY’05 CDBG Formula Grant.  The said notice shall set forth a period of time expiring at 4:00 p.m. on April 19, 2006, during which comments regarding the finding will be received by the Commissioners’ Office for consideration.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #191-06.  Authorize a memorandum of understanding between the Allen County Domestic Relations Court and the Allen County Sheriff’s Office for the purpose of providing Sheriff Personnel as court security at the Domestic Relations Court in the Allen County Courthouse.
The Board authorized a memorandum of understanding between the Allen County Domestic Relations Court and the Sheriff’s Office for the purpose of providing Sheriff Personnel as court security at the Domestic Relations Court located in the Allen County Courthouse, effective January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.  The Sheriff shall provide three (3) deputies on rotating schedules to cover times requested by the Court.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #192-06.  Board of County Commissioners enters into a memorandum of understanding with the Allen County Engineer’s Office for the purpose of providing funding dollars to the Ditch Rotary Fund for the purchase of various equipment necessary for ditch maintenance.
The Allen County Engineer requests that the Board issue notes payable in the amount of $125,000.00 in order to purchase various vehicles/equipment for the purpose of maintaining ditches in Allen County in which the County Engineer will repay 100% of the principal and interest and fiscal charges on these notes with revenue generated from the ditch maintenance funds.  The Allen County Engineer’s Motor Vehicle and Gasoline Tax fund will be responsible for any expenses relating to this debt obligation that will not be covered by the ditch rotary or ditch maintenance funds.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #193-06.  Authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Continuous Signaling GPS Tracking Unit for the Electronic Monitoring Program.
The Board of County Commissioners has received a request from Jerry Morris; Allen County Sheriff’s Department, seeking permission to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Continuous Signaling GPS Tracking Unit for the Electronic Monitoring Program.  The Clerk of the Board will post notice to bidders on the public bulletin board in the Courthouse and advertise the first notice in the Lima News and advertise the second notice posted on the contracting authorities internet site, http//www.allencountyohio.com for a period of no less than two consecutive weeks preceding the day of the opening of the bids.  All sealed bids shall be submitted in writing and shall be filed in the Office of the Board of County Commissioners.  The bids will be received on the foregoing until 10:30 a.m., April 13, 2006 and will be opened and publicly read aloud in the Commissioners’ Public Meeting Room.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
Resolution #194-06.  Renew Lawyers Professional Liability Insurance with NDAA Insurance Services.
The Board renewed the Lawyers Professional Liability Insurance with NDAA Insurance Services for one a (1) year period, with a total premium of $16,535.00 effective May 1, 2006 and expiring May 1, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #195-06.  Accept Addendum No. 1 amending Resolution #408-05, entering into a contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for engineering services for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Replacement Project.
Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has submitted written communication requesting a modification to the engineer’s contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc., amending Section 2 of Exhibit A, establishing a fee amount not to exceed $6,500.00 for a natural gas powered generator to operate the station during power outages.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #196-06.  Enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc., to provide Engineering Services for the Eastown Road Sanitary Sewer Reconstruction.
Stephen M. Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, has submitted written communication requesting that the Board of County Commissioners enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. to provide Design Services as follows:  Necessary Field Surveys for Location, Complete Preliminary and Final Design, Assist with OEPA PTI Application, and Assist in obtaining Soils Investigation for an amount not to exceed $24,500.00.  The requested engineering services will be funded by capital funds from the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #197-06.  Commit funds for the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Grant Project and authorize a contract with Crouse Lumber for materials for the same.
As authorized by Resolution #61-06 dated January 31, 2006, bids were solicited for various elements of the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Project.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending and requesting that the Board authorize the commitment of grant funds and enter into contract with Crouse Lumber for framing, soffit, insulation, roofing, and plumbing materials for a total contract amount of $13,635.40.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #198-06.  Commit funds for the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Grant Project and authorize a contract with Hume Supply for materials and labor for the same.

As authorized by Resolution #61-06 dated January 31, 2006, bids were solicited for various elements of the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Project.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending and requesting that the Board authorize the commitment of grant funds and enter into contract with Hume Supply for soffit, insulation, roofing, drywall, finish carpentry, and excavation/foundation for a total contract amount not to exceed $25,369.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #199-06.  Commit funds for the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Grant Project and authorize a contract with Trinity Flooring for materials and labor for the same.

As authorized by Resolution #61-06 dated January 31, 2006, bids were solicited for various elements of the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Project.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending and requesting that the Board authorize the commitment of grant funds and enter into contract with Trinity Flooring for flooring materials and labor for a contract amount not to exceed $3,270.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
