MINUTES OF MARCH 30, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 30th day of March, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Bill Timmermeister led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the March 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the March 28, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted
Action Items:
Resolution #201-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #202-06.  Authorize the issuance of $700,000.00 of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes (Water, Sewer and Ditch Projects), Series 2004, 2006 Renewal, Allen County, Ohio.
The Board of Allen County Commissioners authorized and issued its Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes Series 2004, 2006 for Water, Sewer and Ditch Projects.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #203-06.  Authorize to enter into contract with Jones & Henry Engineers, LTD., to provide Engineering Services for the Perry #2 Sewer Improvement Project.
Stephen M. Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, has submitted written communication requesting that the Board of County Commissioners enter into contract with Jones & Henry Engineers, Ltd. To provide engineering services for the Perry #2 Sewer Improvement Project.  The services will be funded by an agreement between the Board of County Commissioners, Allen County, Ohio, and the Perry Local School District for a not to exceed amount of $60,550.00.  The Final Design Services include:  Necessary Field Surveys for Location, Complete Final Design, Assist with OEPA PTI Application, Assist in obtaining Soils Investigation, Provide Soils Investigation, Bidding and Award Services, Construction Staking, Administrative Services during Construction, Prepare Project Record Drawings, and Easement Preparation.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #204-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the R & I Fund 5435.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, requested that the Board authorize a transfer in the amount of $100,000.00 from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus Fund 5035 to the Replacement & Improvement Fund 5435 to fund equipment acquisition and repairs for the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #205-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Facilities Capital Fund 5409.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, requested that the Board authorize a transfer in the amount of $350,000.00 from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus Fund 5035 to the Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Facilities Capital Fund 5409 to cover costs associated with the construction of the administrative and maintenance facilities. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
Resolution #206-06.  Authorize the use of credit cards for the 2nd quarter of 2006.
Pursuant to Section 301.27 of the Ohio Revised Code, the Board may authorize the use of credit cards to various employees.  Twelve Allen County Departments submitted an estimate of expenditures for the months of April, May and June of 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Bill Timmermeister and Pat Smith, Allen County Museum, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #184-06, authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Allen County Historical Society and the Board of Allen County Commissioners, which was previously tabled on March 23, 2006.  Pat Smith, Director of the Allen County Museum, is requesting the Board of Allen County Commissioners authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Historical Society whom desires to expand the Allen County Museum at the corner of Market and Metcalf Streets in Lima, Ohio at their expense through monies generated by monetary pledges for the financing, initiation and completion of the contemplated expansion project.  Upon completion of the project, the Allen County Historical Society intends to deliver and deed, without consideration, the completed expansion project to the Allen County Commissioners.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously

B.   Georgianna Saffle and Jerome O’Neal, Plus Management Services, Inc., presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #207-06, authorize an addendum to extend a Lease Agreement with Plus Management Services, Inc.  It is the desire of the Board of Allen County Commissioners and Plus Management Services, Inc. to  extend the term of the Lease for property located at 3125 Ada road, Lima, Ohio effective April 1, 2006 on a month to month basis, expiring on September 30, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
2. Request to adopt Resolution #208-06, enter into a Lease Agreement for property located at 3125 Ada Road, Lima, Ohio 45801.  The Allen County Board of Commissioners and Plus Management Services, Inc. desire to enter into a lease agreement for the premises situated on 3125 Ada Road, Lima, Ohio 45801 for a period of sixty (60) months commencing the day Plus Management Services, Inc. becomes licensed to operate the Baton Rouge Facility.  The rent for the first five (5) Lease years will be $72,000.00 per year and beginning with the sixth Lease Year and for every Lease Year thereafter, the rent shall be increased on an annual basis from the prior Lease Year by the percentage increase in the Consumer Price Index.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
3. Request to adopt Resolution #209-06, authorize an agreement with Plus Management Services, Inc. to grant Operating Rights of County Owned Skilled Nursing Beds.  The Board of County Commissioners of Allen County owns all the rights, title and interest in all nursing home bed operating rights or exemptions related to and utilized in the operation of a licensed 133 bed nursing home located at 3125 Ada Road, Lima, Ohio and desires to grant to Plus Management Services, Inc. operating rights to use 133 skilled nursing beds currently operating at the County’s Facilities.  The term of this agreement will be for five years and will commence on the first day Plus Management Services, Inc. is licensed at the Baton Rouge Facility by the ODH.  This agreement will automatically be renewed for up to four additional 60-month terms.  The fee shall be, for the first three Contract Years, $3,000.00 per month and $8,000.00 per month for the fourth and fifth Contract Year.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
C.
Richard Boerger, Department Operations Manager, Sanitary Engineer’s Department, presented the following:

       1.    Request the purchase of a 2006 Ford F-350 1 Ton, 2 Wheel Drive, Diesel Powered, Regular Cab Pickup Truck from Mike Bass Ford, Inc. through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.  The purchase price of this vehicle is $21,421.80.  The purchase of this vehicle will be used to replace the present vehicle, Unit 86, assigned to routine maintenance of the Wastewater Collections Division.  Unit 86 will be reassigned for use at the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant.

Tim Piper, County Engineer, presented the following:

       1.  Request to advertise and receive bids for the purchase and installation of equipment on departmental trucks.  Tim would like to have the bid opening on April 20, 2006.  The equipment needed is dump bodies, hoist units for dump bodies, central hydraulic systems, snowplows, and salt spreaders for three new trucks that are being purchased through the State of Ohio Cooperative Purchasing Program.  Tim Piper is beginning to replace parts of the fleet that are in need of replacement and he plans to modernize the fleet and keep it in good repair.

Lisa Merkle, Director, CSEA, presented the following:

       1.    Request to adopt Resolution #210-06, approve an IV-D contract with the Allen County Domestic Court.  Pursuant to Title IV-D of the Social Security Act, Chapter 5101 of the Ohio Revised Code, and rules promulgated by the Ohio Department of Human Services, the Child Support Enforcement Agency is authorized to contract with public or private agencies for the purchase of services.  Lisa Merkle, Director, of Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency has requested to enter into an IV-D Service Provider Contract between the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency and Allen County Domestic Relations Court for a total amount not to exceed $103,917.60 effective January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations      


Pastor Jim Mankey, New Hope Christian Center spoke against the casino issue.  He feels it would be a sad tale for Allen County to even open the door for this issue to be considered. He questions the Tribe’s character and gave the Commissioners a book with substantial facts regarding how a casino would affect Lima.  He also stated that there are many people in our region who are emotionally drawn regarding this issue.

Pastor Bob Green has been speaking with many residents of Shawnee Township and other organizations regarding the casino issue.  He has found no one that agrees with bringing a casino to Lima.  He gave employment facts and statistics.


Ray Magnus, Lima City Council, also spoke in opposition of the casino.  He read several facts and statistics about Michigan and how their 48 casinos affect their residents.  He feels the casinos in Michigan are killing their state and ultimately ends up in money and employment loss.


Tommy Pitts, 5th Ward City Council said that when a Governmental Official is making a decision, he needs to contact his spiritual side regarding the issue at hand.  He has personal experience with compulsive gamblers.  He also stated that we will see fights and killing over five dollars.  He feels that the employees of a casino will spend their entire check at the casino gambling.  He wants the Commissioners to consider all natural and spiritual aspects of this before making a decision.

Betty Beck also opposes the casino.  She is the mother of seven children and a number of grand-children and great grand-children.  She thinks that it will affect our young population, whom are bored and seem to think that there is nothing to do in Lima.  She is standing up for what she believes in even if she is standing alone.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Bassitt moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
