MINUTES OF april 3, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of April, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Bill Timmermeister led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the March 29, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #215-07.    Approve one (1) “Easement for County Road Purposes” and one (1) “Work Agreement” between Allen County and Larry A. Curl.
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, has requested that the BOC approve the said easement & work agreement between Allen County and Larry A. Curl; 4645 Slabtown Road; Lima, Ohio 45801 in the amount of $3,000.00.  This is necessary so that the County Engineer may construct a new bridge, Slabtown Road Bridge No.  BTH-165-3.22 over Sugar Creek in Bath Township.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #216-07.   Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Barb Showalter, Commissioner’s Office, has requested four transfers within the General Fund #1001 totaling $12,100.00 to cover utility expenses to year end.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #217-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #218-07.   Authorize activities for the FY’2007 Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) and authorize submission of the application for the same to the Ohio Department of Development.
The Ohio Department of Development (ODOD) has established the Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) to provide funds to local residents to improve housing conditions, especially for low and moderate income households.  Allen County has numerous low and moderate income households which need various forms of housing assistance and support services.  Allen County has conducted two public hearings concerning the submission of an application for funding under the CHIP.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #219-07.  Approve the probationary removal of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
Lynn Shock, ACDJFS Director, has requested that the BOC approve a probationary removal of an employee due to the employee’s failure to assimilate and comprehend agency rules, policies and procedures necessary for the position.  This removal is effective April 3, 2007 at 10:00 a.m.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds Superintendent presented the following:
      1. Request authorization to enter into contract with Pitney Bowes.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $4,300.00 for a Shaped-Based Rating Upgrade Module.  The U.S. Postal Services will be raising their rates as well as how mail is sent.  The cost will be associated to the size, shape and thickness of the package.  This upgrade will bring the current postage/mailing machine up-to-date.
B.   Lynn Shock, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services presented the following:

      1. Request authorization to enter into contract with Lima Community Health Center/Allen County Health Partner.  This contract is for assistance with Healthy Start/Healthy Family application assistance in the amount of $6,700 effective April 6, 2007 through June 30, 2007.
C.   Bill Timmermeister, Allen County Museum presented the following:

      1. Request authorization to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Museum.  This MOU states that the Museum holds the deed to the property and wishes to transfer the deed to the BOC without remuneration, for the purpose of further improvements to the Allen County Museum.  The property was formerly used by a gas station with underground storage tanks that have been removed over 20 years ago.  The Museum has been advised by the ODOT that they have no responsibility to remediate the property but that if during construction soils are excavated which are contaminated by petroleum products then the soils must be properly handled and disposed of.  The Museum has agreed to be responsible for all expenses relating to any remediation or soil removal and disposal which are required during construction.
D.   Mary Early, Family & Children First Council presented the following:

      1. Request authorization to enter into contract with Dan Brown Consulting.  The said contract is to provide strategic planning services under HB289 in the amount of $7,200.00.  The FCFC is required to have this plan in place by July 2, 2007.
      2.  Request authorization to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Juvenile Court and the Intersystems Committee.  The Intersystems Sub-Committee of the Allen County FCFC has received Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Discretionary Funds from the Allen County Juvenile Court to contract for mentoring services in the amount of $6,472.00 for youth drug court.
E.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #220-07, authorize a Memorandum of Understanding between Allen County and Habitat for Humanity – Lima Area, Inc.  The County intends to make application to the Ohio Department of Development for funds for housing activities within the County under the FY’07 CHIP.  One such housing activity is the partnership with Habitat for 


Humanity – Lima Area, Inc. for the construction of two houses within the County outside of the City of Lima.  A MOU between the County and Habitat for Humanity – Lima Area, Inc. related to those activities is required for the grant application and for performance of the same should funding be granted.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, after discussions with Lavon Welty, the local Habitat for Humanity Executive, have now recommended the MOU to the BOC for approval.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
