MINUTES OF APRIL 4, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 4th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Josh Polland led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the March 30, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #211-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #212-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to purchase work stations through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.
Correspondence has been received from Lynn Shock, Director, requesting the Board of Allen County Commissioners authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to purchase fifteen (15) HON work stations from Roby’s, through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program at a cost not to exceed $22,319.40.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #213-06.  Authorize the Sanitary Engineering Department to purchase a 2006 Ford F-350 Pickup Truck through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.
Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, is requesting the Board of Allen County Commissioners authorize the purchase of a 2006 Ford F-350 1 Ton, 2 Wheel Drive, Diesel Powered, Regular Cab Pickup Truck through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.  The Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department has received a proposal in the amount of $21,421.80 from Mike Bass Ford, Inc.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #214-06.  Authorize the Clerk of the Board to Post Notice and Advertise to receive bids for the purchase and installation of equipment on departmental trucks for the Allen County Engineer’s Office.
The Board of County Commissioners received a request from Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, seeking permission from the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase and installation of equipment on departmental trucks.  The bids will be received until 10:30 a.m., April 20, 2006 and will be opened and publicly read aloud in the Commissioners’ Public Meeting Room.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #215-06.  Authorize to commit funds for the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Grant Project and authorize a contract with J. Snider Electric Service for materials and labor.
As authorized by Resolution #61-06 dated January 31, 2006, bids were solicited for various elements of the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Project.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending and requesting that the Board authorize the commitment of grant funds and enter into contract with J. Snider Electric Service for electrical materials and for labor at a total contract price of $11,430.00. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #216-06.  Authorize to commit funds for the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Grant Project and authorize a contract with Perry’s Refrigeration for materials and labor..
As authorized by Resolution #61-06 dated January 31, 2006, bids were solicited for various elements of the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Project.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending and requesting that the Board authorize the commitment of grant funds and enter into contract with Perry’s Refrigeration for HVAC materials and for labor at a total contract amount of $5,984.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #217-06.  Authorize contracts with Detailed Construction and Monday’s Plumbing for the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Grant Project.
As authorized by Resolution #61-06 dated January 31, 2006, bids were solicited for various elements of the Crossroads Crisis Center FY’04 Formula Project.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending and requesting that the Board authorize the commitment of grant funds and enter into contracts with Detailed Construction for framing labor at a total contract amount of $12,345.00 and with Monday’s Plumbing for plumbing labor at a total contract amount of $3,428.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #218-06.  Accept Putnam County’s Resolution for the Continuation of the Final hearing for the Dan Osting Joint County Ditch #920.

The Board of Allen County Commissioners has received a Resolution from the Putnam County Commissioners, dated March 22, 2006, approving the Continuation of the Final Hearing on the Dan Osting Joint County Ditch #920.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #219-06.  Amend Resolution #192-06, Enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Engineer’s Office for the purpose of providing funding dollars to the Ditch Rotary Fund for the purchase of various equipment necessary for ditch maintenance.
The MOU states that the Allen County Engineer’s Motor Vehicle and Gasoline Tax Fund will be responsible for any expenses relating to this debt obligation that will not be covered by the ditch rotary or ditch maintenance funds.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, has requested that the Board eliminate this entire paragraph from the MOU.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #220-06.  Rescind Resolution #121-06, Authorize Increase of Dog and Kennel Registration Fees and Dog Control Facility Housing and Adoption Fees for Allen County, Ohio.
Pursuant to Resolution #121-06 dated March 2, 2006, the Board of Allen County Commissioners authorized the increase of Dog and Kennel Registration Fees and the Dog Control Facility Housing and Adoption Fees for Allen County, Ohio.  After consulting with the Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, it was determined that certain procedures are required prior to increasing the housing and adoption fee.  Julie Shellhammer, Allen County Dog Warden, is requesting that the Board rescind Resolution #121-06, in order to allow the department to meet the necessary requirements as outlined in Section 955.17 of the Ohio Revised Code.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #221-06.  Increase Dog and Kennel Registration Fees for Allen County, Ohio.

This is an increase of dog registration fees from $12.00 to $14.00 and the increase of kennel fees from $60.00 to $70.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #222-06.  Authorize a Study of Costs for housing dogs in the custody of the Allen County Dog Warden.
This resolution authorizes the County Administrator to perform a costs analysis to determine the costs associated with the housing of dogs in the custody of the Allen County Dog Warden.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #223-06.  Authorize membership in the County Loss Control Coordinators Association of Ohio.
This request is from Kelli Singhaus, Clerk requesting authorization for renewal of membership to the County Loss Control Coordinators Association of Ohio in the amount of $110.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #224-06, authorize a contract renewal with SP Building Services for Janitorial Services at the Department of Job and Family Services.  This renewal is in the amount of $16,392.00 for a period commencing April 5, 2006 and expiring March 31, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously

B.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to release three CDBG mortgages. There are three mortgages that will soon be satisfied in which the homeowners have met residency requirements. The properties are located on East 4th Street, Lima, Ohio; North Cole Street, Lima, Ohio; and South Main Street, Spencerville, Ohio.
2. Request to commit additional CDBG Repair Funds for a property on South Roberts.  Pursuant to Resolution #124-06, the Board approved an amount not to exceed $3,700 with Dilly Door/DDC Rehab for roof replacement, gutters and a bathroom vent for the property.  The bid included an allowance of $1.75 per square foot for any required sheathing replacement.  Once the old roof was torn off, it was determined that the existing sheathing was in poor condition and the thickness was not adequate to meet current standard.  The contractor replaced all the sheathing at a cost of $2,688.00.  Well is requesting authorization for a commitment of an additional $2,400 to the project for a project total of $6,100.

3. Request to commit funds for a home repair in Spencerville, Ohio.  A homeowner on S. Mulberry, Spencerville, Ohio, has applied for and qualified for home rehab grant assistance.  Bid specifications were solicited to five contractors, in which only one bid was received from Dilly Door/DDC Rehab.  Said specifications called for two alternates:  1)  to include vinyl siding and 2) prep and paint the existing siding.  Base bid was $28,615 with alternate #1 being $31,615 and with alternate #2 being $35,047.  Since the program expenditure limit is $35,000, base bid plus alternate #1 is the likely choice as there are additional costs associated with project, such as lead testing and pest inspection.

4. Request to commit funds for a CDBG Rehab Project ion Hanover, American township.  The homeowner has applied for and found to qualify for home rehab grant assistance.  Bid specifications were solicitated to five contractors, in which three bids were received.  Home Maintenance Suppor5t for the low bid in the amount of $21,424.  Wells is requesting commitment of an amount not to exceed $25,000 to include allowance for lead testing and pest inspections.

C.
Allen County 4-H Horse Association, presented the following:

1. Randy Kohli, a representative from the Allen County 4-H Horse Association presented a project that the association is undertaking at the fairgrounds.  The project consists of a covered arena which would encompass the practice arena closest to the barn and the main performance arena.  The total project cost is estimated to be $1,000,000.00.  The facility will be 130’ x 306’ and 22’ high.  The facility is copied from the Clark County facility.  He stated that the Clark County facility has had an economic impact on the county as the facility has been used for other programs such as beef shows, antique shows, car shows, etc.  Mr. Kohli stated that this is a much needed project.  The youth work very hard year round and over half of the shows are cancelled due to weather conditions.  The youth of the 4-H Horse Association have raised $25,000 thus far.  Mr. Kohli plans are to continue fundraisers, solicit donations and possible grants.  The goal is to have the project kick-off by the Fair 2007.  Tava Ridenour, president of the Allen County 4-H Horse Association stated that there are currently 9 associations within the 4-H Horse Association.  They consist of 33 advisors and approximately 128 members.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations      


Mark Stockman, Chief Deputy Engineer, announced that the contractor for the Eastown Road Improvement Project,The Shelly Company, is beginning the finish work for Phase I of the project.  The contractor will work on the yard area, fine-grading the dirt and seeding/mulching.  There will be one lane closed as the contractor completes this work but traffic will continue in both directions.  This will take approximately 1-1/2 months to complete.


Sandy Roofner, a retired teacher and a spokeswoman for the women’s ministry in her church, spoke in opposition of the proposed casino issue.  She based her comments on the social, emotions, economic, etc. impact that it will have on the youth and young adults in our area.


Julia Montgomery also spoke in regards to the proposed casino issue.  She addressed her concerns to the Board, particularly to safety issues with the chemical plant.


Commissioner Sneary stated that is there wasn’t a state lottery, Allen County would not even be looking at the issue of the casino.


Commissioner Bassitt stated that the Board is sensitive to safety, with or without a casino.  Basically the county is more at risk due to companies within our area.


Jeff Hanchew on Spencerville Road addressed the Board as it related to the intent the County had for acquisition of his property as it relates to the Eastown Road Project.  He feels that he and his attorney have done all they have been asked and feels the County Engineer’s Office is not responding in a timely manner.  Mark Stockman, Chief Deputy Engineer, stated that he will follow-up on this issue.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
