MINUTES OF April 5, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 5th day of April, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Heather Rutz, Lima News, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the March 29, 2005 and the April 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #173-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #174-05.  Supplemental appropriation to various funds.

This is an increase in the appropriation to various funds as follows:  Fund 701 - $1,888.00; Fund 047 (Sheriff’s Office)  - $15,000.00; Fund 088-105 (WORTH Center) - $17,800.00; and Fund 088-205 (WORTH Center) - $71,800.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #175-05.  Authorize an agreement with Senior Citizen’s Association, Inc. of Bluffton, Delphos Senior Citizens, Inc., and the Allen County Council on Aging, Inc.

Commissioner Sneary stated that this agreement is to pay for said services from the proceeds of the taxes levied pursuant to Section 5705.19 of the Ohio Revised Code for a period of five (5) years, commencing     January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2009.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #176-05. Authorize an agreement with Senior Citizen’s Services, Inc., Senior Citizen’s Association, Inc. of Bluffton, Delphos Senior Citizens, Inc., and the Allen County Council on Aging, Inc.

Commissioner Reiff stated that this agreement is to pay for said services from the proceeds of the taxes levied pursuant to Section 5705.19 of the Ohio Revised Code for a period of two (5) years, commencing  January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #177-05. Authorize the renewal of the Lawyers Professional Liability Insurance with NDAA Insurance Services.
Per Commissioner Bassitt, this is an increase of $1,269.00 from last year.  The total renewal premium is in the amount of $17,463.00, effective May 1, 2005 through May 1, 2006 at 12:01 a.m.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #178-05. Authorize to allocate and encumber funds for the City of Lima from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.

Per Commissioner Sneary, this is in the amount of $41,532.85 as a result of additional costs due to change orders for the widening of Allentown Road from Cole Street to Columbia Drive.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #179-05. Authorize the issuance of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes (Water, Sewer and Ditch Projects), Series 2004, First (2005) Renewal.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, discussed this request at the April 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The amount of the issuance is $1,010,000.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #180-05. Authorize Russ Decker, EMA Director, to serve as the contact person for the FEMA Disaster Relief Applications.

This resolution authorizes Russ Decker, EMA Director, to serve as the contact person for the FEMA Disaster Relief Applications as it relates to the Winter Storm of 2005 and Becky Saine, County Administrator, shall serve as the alternate contact person.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution  #181-05. Authorize the filing of an application for the FFY’2005 Emergency Management Performance Grant from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the U.S. Department of Homeland Security. 

Per Commissioner Sneary, this application is for a grant request in the amount of $54,000 that will be used to reimburse the County for operational costs of the EMA office.  Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA Director, was appointed as the authorized agent to submit the application and authorized to execute any documents related to the grant on behalf of the County.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #182-05.  Appointment of the Crafts Scholarship Committee.

This is the appointment of one (1) representative from each public school system within Allen County to review applications received for the Crafts Scholarship.  This committee will then make the recommendation to the Board as to the recipients of the scholarship.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution  #183-05. Authorize the employment of Misty Shellhammer as a Part-Time Kennel Technician at the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.

Per Commissioner Bassitt, this is upon the recommendation of Julie Shellhammer, Allen County Dog Warden, for the employment of Misty Shellhammer as a Part-Time Kennel Technician at the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.  Ms. Shellhammer shall begin employment on April 5, 2005 at the hourly rate of $6.50 per hour, subject to a 180 day probationary period.  Permanent employment is subject to results of the pre-employment drug screen.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
