MINUTES OF april 5, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 5th day of April, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Alan Mefferd led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 3, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #221-07.    Approve “Then & Now” purchase orders for various departments. 
The ORC requires that County Agencies and Departments obtain purchase orders from the County Auditor certifying the availability of funds for the procurement of goods and services prior to the commitment of payment.  In the course of daily operations and due to a variety of circumstances, invoices are occasionally presented for payment with dates that precede the issuance of a purchase order.  ORC Section 5705.41 provides for a “then & now” procedure to remedy this issuance date discrepancy through resolution by the BOC.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #222-07.   Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, has requested a transfer within the MR/DD Salary Fund #2018 in the amount of $1,000.00 for a substitute secretary/receptionist due to a resignation.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #223-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the Family & Children First Fund #8072.
Mary Early, FCFC Coordinator, has requested a supplemental for the said fund in the amount of $7,500; additional monies were received for strategic planning and will be used to pay consulting firm for services.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #224-07.   Re-appoint Mrs. Elizabeth Schaefer to the Allen County Mental Health and Recovery Services Board.
Michael Schoenhofer, Executive Director, is requesting to re-appoint Mrs. Elizabeth Schaefer for a continued four year term on the Allen County Mental Health & Recovery Services Board commencing June 1, 2007 through May 31, 2011.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #225-07.  Authorization to enter into contract with Pitney Bowes for postage upgrades.
Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds Superintendent, is requesting to enter into contract with Pitney Bowes to provide an upgrade for the current postage module at an amount not to exceed $4,300.00.  This is necessary due to the increase cost of postage.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #226-07.    Authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Board of Allen County Commissioners and the Allen County Historical Society. 
Pat Smith, Director, is requesting the BOC authorize the execution of a MOU with the Historical Society.  Currently the Society holds the deed to the said property and wishes to transfer the property deed to the BOC without remuneration, for the purpose of further improvements to the Museum.  The purpose of this agreement is to establish the responsibility for any and all remediation of the property which is required during construction including the removal and disposal of any soils which are excavated during construction and which are contaminated by petroleum products.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #227-07.   Authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Family & Children First Council, Allen County Juvenile Court and the Intersystems Committee.
The Intersystems Sub-Committee of the Allen County FCFC has received Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Discretionary Funds from the Allen County Juvenile Court in the amount of $6,472.00.  Mary Early, FCFC Director, is requesting the BOC authorize a MOU for the administration of mentoring services with priority given to Drug Court Youth and is effective June 1, 2007 through March 1, 2008.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #228-07.   Authorize the Family & Children First Council to enter into contract with Dan Brown Consulting.
Mary Early, FCFC Coordinator, has requested that the BOC authorize the FCFC to enter into contract with Dan Brown Consulting for strategic planning services under HB289 in the amount of $7,200.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #229-07.   Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Lima Community Health Center/Allen County Health Partner.
Lynn Shock, Director ACDJFS, is requesting to enter into contract with Lima Community Health Center/Allen County Health Partner to provide Healthy Start/Healthy Family application assistance in an amount not to exceed $6,700.00 and will be effective April 6, 2007 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #230-07.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #231-07.  Authorization to enter into contract with Sargent Brothers Professional Auctioneers.

Alan Mefferd, ACSO, has requested authorization to offer at auction, items of County owned property that are deemed obsolete and not needed for public use.  The said contract with Sargent Auctioneers, Inc. is for the sale of auction items at the Allen County Fairgrounds on Saturday, April 21, 2007 at 10:00 a.m.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
