MINUTES OF APRIL 6, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 6th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Chris Hardesty led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #225-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #226-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for various Ditch Funds.
This warrant of transfer is necessary to cover maintenance and construction on the Dug Run Ditch, the Kenneth Bear Ditch and the Jennings Creek Ditch for an amount not to exceed $34,675.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #227-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Fund 5405.
A request for a supplemental appropriation has been received from Bruce Wells, Business Manager, for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Fund to cover the anticipated contracts to finish the said project for an amount not to exceed $380,000.00
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #228-06.  Approval of Then and Now Purchase Orders for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #229-06.  Authorize the cancellation and release of various mortgages for a Community Housing Improvement Program in Allen County.
The Board of County Commissioners have noted that a total of three mortgages; one located in Perry Township, one in Spencerville and one in American Township, under the Community Housing Improvement Program have or will soon be satisfied through residency.  The Board hereby authorizes the cancellation and release of the said mortgages and will issue a Satisfaction of Mortgage to the property owners.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #230-06.  Authorize the re-appointment of four delegates and the appointment of two delegates to the Lima Allen County Regional Planning Commission Board.
The Board has received correspondence from Tom Mazur, Lima Allen County Regional Planning Commission, requesting the Board re-appoint Carole Grapner, Cal Liembach, W. Dan Reiff, Bob Tomlinson and appoint Tim Piper and Ben Diepenbrock to the Lima Allen County Regional Planning Commission Board effective April 27, 2006 through April 26, 2008.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #231-06.  Commit funds for Rehab Work for a property in Spencerville, Ohio under the CDBG Private Owner Rehab Program Grant.
The owner of the property located in Spencerville, Ohio has previously made application, been found to qualify and has been approved for rehabilitation assistance for his home under the CDBG Private Owner Rehabilitation Program.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator has recommended that the Board commit a total not to exceed $35,000.00 for the project with Dilly Door / DDC Rehab.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #232-06.  Commit additional funds for repairs to a property located in Perry Township, under the CDBG Home Repair Program Grant.
The owner of a property located in Perry Township made application, was found to qualify and has been approved for repair assistance for her home under the CDBG Home Repair Program.  The Board previously authorized Resolution #124-06 dated March 2, 2006, committing grant funds not to exceed $3,700.00 for roof, gutter and vent repairs to be completed by Dilly Door Company / DDC Rehab.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator has advised that additional sheathing at a bid price of $1.75 per square foot was required for the repair totaling $2,688.00 for a new contract cost of $6,100.00. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #233-06.  Commit funds for Rehab Work for a property located in American Township, under the CDBG Private Owner Rehab Grant Program.
The owner of property located in American Township, Spencerville, has previously made application, been found to qualify and has been approved for rehabilitation assistance for his home under the CDBG Private Owner Rehabilitation Program.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator has recommended that the Board commit a total not to exceed $25,000.00 for the project to be performed by Home Maintenance Support.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:

1. Request approval for the lease of a 2006 Vactor Model 2110 Sewer Cleaner and Vacuum Combination Unit.   This piece of equipment will perform high pressure cleaning and backing of the sanitary sewers.  Mr. Boerger stated that the department would like to lease this equipment for the next five years to evaluate whether this equipment will be beneficial to the department.  There is an option to purchase the equipment at anytime throughout the lease.  

B.   Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:


1.    Request to amend a contract with First Church of God Learning Tree Child Care Center.  This is 


an increase in the amount of $5,000.00 to the contract for a new contract amount of $25,000.00.

Request to amend a contract with Trinity United Methodist Church Center for Creative Learning.

Request to amend a contract with TALX Corporation.  This is an increase in the amount of 


$5,000.00 to the contract for a new contract amount of $32,000.00.  Said amendment shall be 


effective April 12, 2006.

C.
Chris Hardesty, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:


1.
Request to declare two pieces of equipment obsolete and authorize trade-in of same.  Mr. Hardesty 
stated that the department has a 1995 Broce Broom and a 1978 Ford L-800 Entnyre 1500 gallon 
Distributor that is no longer of any value to the department and is requesting that the equipment be 
declared obsolete and authorize trade-in of same for replacement equipment.

D.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to subordination a CDBG mortgage.   The homeowner entered a note and mortgage with the County in September 2002 for a total of $17,630.00.  This is a declining term note with full forgiveness after five years of residency that will mature September 2007.  The current balance on the note is $7,052.00.  The homeowner is seeking a loan against the equity on his home to replace the roof on his house.  The equity loan with Sky Bank is proposed at $8,500 at 9.50%.  The County previously subordinated the mortgage to a $51,000 first mortgage with Sky Bank that reduced the homeowner’s rate of interest.  The July 2004 appraisal on the home was $72,000.  This subordination would place the County in third position.
