MINUTES OF April 7, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

A.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, requested the following:
       1.  Request to enter into contract with Richland Engineering Ltd. for the Bice Road Bridge.  Rhodes stated the Richland Engineering Ltd was selected through the consultant election process.  Richland Engineering will provide professional services for the construction inspection and administration of the Bice Road Bridge at a maximum compensation of $47,650.00.  This project is a Local Public Agency Project and funded with 100% federal funds.  Rhodes also stated that part of ODOT’s requirements is that the same consultant may not be used that designed the plans, in which Kohli & Kaliher was the firm that was selected to design the plans.
