MINUTES OF April 12, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 12th day of April, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the April 7, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved by Commissioner Reiff and Commissioner Bassitt.  Commissioner Sneary abstained from the vote.

Action Items:
Resolution #185-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #186-05.  Authorize an agreement with Richland Engineering Limited for the Bice Road Bridge Project.  
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the April 7, 2005 Agenda Meeting.    Richland Engineering will provide construction inspection and administration for said project at cost not to exceed $47,650.00.  This is a Local Public Agency Project using 100% federal funds.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Department of Job and Family Services items removed until next agenda meeting.
B.  Brion Rhodes, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

      1.   Request approval of two (2) Contracts for Sale and Purchase of Real Property for the                              Eastown Road Phase 3 Project.    This is necessary to obtain additional right-of-way to construct the roadway.    The funding for these parcels will be through ODOT, per the ODOT Real Estate Agreement approved by the Board by Resolution #528-04 dated July 29, 2004.  Said contracts are with David L. Musser in the amount of $26,700 and Thelma V. Lewis in the amount of $2,957.00.
C.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

      1.   Request authorization to post notice in the Lima News regarding required environmental review notices related to the FY’04 Formula Grant.  Whenever a proposed project is funded all or in part by Formula funds, the County is required to post various public notices and receive public input.  The public must also be advised of the County’s intent to request the release of the grant funds.    The environmental review was completed under contract with WSOS Community Action Commission.  The notice is scheduled to be advertised on April 18, 2005 with a review period open until May 3, 2005 at 4:00 p.m.

      2.   Request authorization to post notice in the Lima News regarding a 100 year Floodplain related to the City of Delphos, FY’04 Formula Grant Project.  The City of Delphos’s street repaving project falls into a floodplain area, in which the County is required to post public notice and receive public input regarding same.    The initial notice was previously posted.  The proposed second notice states that there is no environmental impact.   The notice is scheduled to be placed in the Lima News on April 18, 2005 with a review period open through 4:00 p.m. on April 25, 2005.

D.  Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1.   Request to enter into a water supply agreement with the City of Lima, Ohio.  This

      agreement outlines the stipulations in which water service connections will be made to            residents outside the Village at Sugar Creek Subdivision.   The stipulations were vague and by putting this agreement into place will better outline the terms and conditions.  This will also allow the developer to progress and meet the required needs.  The Allen Water District and the Board of Allen County Commissioner will be the owners of the water.


Mr. Kayatin requested the Board consider approval of the agreement at this meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt Resolution #187-05, enter into a water supply agreement with the City of Lima, Ohio.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Bassitt.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
