MINUTES OF April 14, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 14th day of April, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 12, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #188-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #189-05.  Authorize the re-appointment of Jeffrey Sprague to the Port Authority Board of Allen County.

This re-appointment is for a four (4) year term commencing March 23, 2005 through March 22, 2009.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #190-05.  Approve the use of credit cards for the 2nd quarter of 2005.
This is for the use of credits cards by various agencies from April thru June, 2005.  Amounts vary from $180.00 to $37,800.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #191-05.  Approval of two (2) Contracts for Sale and Purchase of Real Property for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase 3 Project.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the April 12, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #192-05.  Authorize the posting of a “Public Notice of a Finding of Non-Significant Impact on the Environment – Combined Notice” in conjunction with the FY’04 Formula Projects and an FY’05 Water & Sewer Grant Project.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the April 12, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #193-05.  Authorize the posting of a second public notice regarding a proposed FY’04 Formula Grant Funded Street Improvement Project in a 100-year Floodplain Area in the City of Delphos.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the April 12, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

      1.  Request to amend day care contracts with the Lima Community Church of the Nazarene dba Noah’s Ark Child Care Center, Heir Force Academy and the New Creation Child Care Center.  All contract amendments will be effective March 20, 2005 and expire June 30, 2005.   This is a request to increase Lima Community Church of the Nazarene dba Noah’s Ark Child Care Center by $10,000 to a new contract amount not to exceed $70,000; increase Heir Force Academy by $15,000 to a new contract amount not to exceed $80,000; and increase New Creation Child Care Center by $8,000 to a new contract amount not to exceed $18,000.

B.  Child Support Enforcement Agency – items removed until next agenda meeting.

C.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1.    Request for authority to apply for EPA Water Pollution Control Fund loans for two (2) sanitary sewer projects.  There are two (2) projects that are nearing the bidding phase:  Early/Lutz Roads and Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sanitary Sewer Improvement Projects.  Both projects are estimated to be approximately $1,130,000.00 each.  A Water & Sewer Grant from the Ohio Department of Development, Office of Housing & Community Partnerships, as well as other local contributions, will assist with reducing each project cost by $500,000.00 each.  This will leave a balance of approximately $600,000 for each project.  This is a request to apply for a loan in the amount of $750,000 through the EPA’s Water Pollution Control Fund at a rate of 1% for up to twenty years.  These monies will be repaid through debt service billings on the quarterly sewer bills.  Mr. Wells added that there is a 0% loan available but not sure if the county qualifies for same.
D.  Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
Request to advertise to receive bids for the Allen County Shawnee Meadows Sub-Basin and Lee-Ann Drive Sanitary Sewer Relining Project.  This is part of the ongoing system-wide inflow/infiltration reduction program to eliminate storm/ground water from the County’s sanitary sewer systems in order to meet EPA mandates.   The first part of the project is the relining of the mainline sewer of the Shawnee Meadows Sub-Basin.  This should help eliminate the excess ground/storm water from entering the system.  The second part of the project is the Lee-Ann Drive Sewer.  This sewer is affected by wet-weather events.  The estimated cost for this project is approximately $300,000.00.
       Rick Boerger, Department Operations Manager, presented the following:

       Request to approve the employment of John Motycka to the position of Superintendent within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.    Due to a resignation, the American-Bath Wastewater Treatment Plant has been operating without an on-site Superintendent since early February, 2005.    Candidates have been interviewed and it is the recommendation that Mr. Motycka be selected to fill this vacancy.
