MINUTES OF APRIL 18, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
April Wenck led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 13, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted with Commissioner Sneary abstaining from the vote.

Action Items:
Resolution #254-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #255-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #256-06.  Authorize the purchase of four (4) 2006 Ford Crown Victoria Police Cruisers through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.
Major Gene King, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, requested that the Board authorize the purchase of four (4) new 2006 Ford Crown Victoria Police Cruisers from Statewide Ford Lincoln Mercury through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program in the amount of $97,120.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #257-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Moening Ditch Fund #4233.
This supplemental appropriation request was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for the Moening Ditch Fund #4233 in the amount of $10,000.00 to repay a previous advance.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:
1. Request to renew a note for the Eastown Road Improvement Project and two (2) intersection projects.  In May, 2005, the Board approved a note in the amount of $2,350,000 ($2,000,000 for the Eastown Road Project and $350,000 for two intersection projects).  The intersection projects were covered with grants on a reimbursement basis and have been completed, grant funds received, and that portion of the note called to reduce the balance outstanding to $2,000,000.  Approximately $1,260,000 of the Eastown funding has been spent with approximately $422,000 remaining in encumbrances for final billings totaling $1,688,000 plus note interest and original expenses.  It is the recommendation that the note be renewed for another year to get payment for the current phase completed and to afford funding for initial costs of the next phase of the Eastown Road Project.   The unspent funds for the Eastown Project have been held in a deposit account and drawn as needed.  The interest earnings on deposit totaled $47,662 through February and should be around $55,000 by the time the note matures.  The interest expense for the entire note will be $68,053.12.  The anticipate rate for the note renewal will be between 4.06% and 4.10%.

B. Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to amend a contract with New Creations Child Care Center.  This request is to increase the contract value by $3,000 for a new contract amount not to exceed $18,000.  Said amendment shall be effective April 21, 2006.

2. Request to enter into contract with Grace Church Worldwide Ministries dba Grace Cultural Learning Center.  This contract shall be effective April 30, 2006 through       June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $25,000.

3. Request to amend a contract with Apollo Career Center for the provision of math classes.  This contract is to assist displaced workers at Milcor.  Said contract shall increase by $1,000 for a new contract amount not to exceed $6,600 effective April 21, 2006.
