MINUTES OF April 19, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 19th day of April, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Patricia Smith, Allen County Museum, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 14, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #194-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #195-05.  Authorize the approval of three (3) contract amendments with various Child Care Providers:  Noah’s Ark Child Care Center, Heir Force Academy and New Creation Child Care.

Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the April 14, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Resolution #197-05.  Approve the hiring of John Motycka as a full-time Wastewater Treatment Plant Superintendent in the Sanitary Engineering Department.

Resolution #198-05.  Authorize the posting and advertisement of a public notice to receive bids for the Allen County Shawnee Meadows Sub-Basin and Lee Ann Drive Sanitary Sewer Relining Project.

Resolution #199-05.  Authorize the President of the Allen County Commissioners to apply for, accept and enter into a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund Agreement for the construction of Wastewater Facilities.

Resolution #200-05.  Authorize membership to the County Loss Control Coordinators Association of Ohio.

The cost of the dues is in the amount of $135.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #201-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

      1.  Request approval to enter into an Ohio Environmental Protection Agency, Director’s Final Findings and Orders.  The orders require the Commissioners to comply with the closure of sanitary sewer overflows located in the Shawnee and American-Bath Collections System.  The County has been fined $49,000 plus dollars but the Sanitary Engineer was able to divert those monies to a Supplemental Environmental Project, that being the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Project, which includes the elimination of the Whispering-Dixie Wastewater Treatment Plant.   

B.  Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:
      1.  Request approval and adoption of Resolution #202-05, renewal of a Depository Agreement with Huntington National Bank.  This agreement allows the agency to deposit funds up to $1,000,000 with the Huntington National Bank.  This agreement shall be effective from April 29, 2005 thru April 28, 2005.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.  Patricia Smith, Allen County Museum, presented the following:

1.   Request for the approval to apply for a Transportation Enhancement Projects Grant.  This     grant is for Phase II of the Allen County Museum Expansion Project.  This grant is through ODOT and available in 2007.  The amount being applied for is $1,240,630.00.

2.  Request to amend an agreement with Poggemeyer Design Group for the Allen County Museum Expansion Project – Phase I.   Poggemeyer Design Group estimated their fees for Phase I of the Museum Project.  Through this amendment, the fees will be reduced in the amount of $57,000.00.
D.  Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds, presented the following:
1.  Request the approval of Change Order #2 with Sprint.  This change order is for the   purchase of a software package for on-call accounting for the Child Support Enforcement Agency in the amount of $676.60.

E.  Sheldon Engineering, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #203-05, approval of the final plat for Country Aire Estates – Phase 4C.  This plat has been reviewed and approved by the Regional Planning Commission and Allen County Engineer’s Office.
