MINUTES OF APRIL 20, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Walt Lawson III led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #258-06.  Authorize a warrant of advance from the Moening Ditch Fund to the General Fund.
This is the transfer of $10,000 to repay an advance made from the general fund to the Moening Ditch Fund in 2005.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #259-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services and New Creations Child Care Center.

Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the April 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This is an increase in the amount of $3,000 to the contract, changing the contract from $15,000 to an amount not to exceed $18,000.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #260-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with Grace Church Worldwide Ministries dba Grace Cultural Learning Center.

Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the April 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $25,000, effective April 30, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #261-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services and Apollo Career Center.

Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the April 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This is an increase in the amount of $1,000 to the contract, changing the contract amount from $5,600 to an amount not to exceed $6,600.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #262-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the County Engineer’s Fund to the Bible Road and Mumaugh Road Funds.
This is a request from Laura Clark, County Engineer’s Office, requesting the transfer from the County Engineer Roads – Capital Outlay Fund in the amount of $1,145.42 to the Bible Road – Local Portion – Transfer In Fund and the amount of $4,389.95 to the Mumaugh Road – Local Portion – Transfer In Fund.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #263-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

Kelli Singhaus, Clerk of the Board, requested that the resolution be removed from the agenda.

Commissioner Sneary moved to remove the Resolution from the agenda. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed.

Resolution #264-06.  Authorize the appointment of the Crafts Scholarship Committee.

This is the appointment of various individuals representing the schools within Allen County.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #265-06.  Consideration of a petition to vacate an alley in the Westminster Station Subdivision.

The Board viewed the proposed site at March 20, 2006 and held a hearing on April 13, 2006.  The County Engineer’s Office has reviewed the petition and plat and finds it to be in order.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. David Louth, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #266-06, authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of Liquid Asphalt for Tar & Chip Work on County Roads.   This will consist of the sealing of approximately 47 miles of county roadway and several miles of township and village roadways.  Bid opening is scheduled for May 10, 2006 at 11:00 a.m.  The preliminary estimate for said project is $687,683.75.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations      

Walter Lawson III, President of the Samaritan House Board stated that Samaritan House is a homeless shelter for women and children.  Next year, Samaritan House will celebrate their 20th anniversary.  The shelter is located in an old convent behind St. Rose, 328 W. McKibben.   The shelter has the capacity to house 38 women with children, in which the women stay for different lengths of time.   The shelter provides assistance to women to attain self sufficiency, assist with finding jobs, and assist with setting aside monies that they earn in order for them to be able to find a place to live and get out on their own.  There are no charges for the services that are provided to these women. There are nine staff members, in which services are provided 24 hours, 7 days a week.  Their annual budget is $220,000.  50% of their funding comes from the Ohio Department of Development, 25% to 30% is received through miscellaneous grants and the remaining amount is obtained on their own.   The shelter has averages approximately 20 women the last couple of months.   Marilyn Cipollone, Executive Director, stated that the shelter also provides an overnight program for women.  They can come after 6:00 p.m., eat dinner, bathe, sleep, eat breakfast and leave by 8:00 a.m. the next morning.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
