MINUTES OF April 21, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

      1.  Request for the approval and adoption of Resolution #211-05, authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Health on behalf of the Family Children First Council for the Help Me Grow Project – Part C – FY’2006.    An RFP is being sent to the State requesting $111,178.00 of Part C funding for the Help Me Grow Project.  Part C funding is one of three streams of funding received for this program.

The County portion is increased slightly from last year due to the match of $110,000 of State Issue II monies.
