MINUTES OF april 24, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 24th day of April, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Roy Hollenbacher led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 19, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #271-07.    Supplemental appropriation for the Rotary/Ditch Maintenance Fund #2099.
Timothy Piper, County Engineer, is requesting a supplemental with an original appropriation amount of $65,000.00 and a new appropriation amount of $75,000.00 for an increase of $10,000.00 and is necessary to perform ditch maintenance.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #272-07.   Accept bid and enter into contract with The Sherwin-Williams Company for the 2007 Striping Program.
Steven Howell, Traffic Maintenance Supervisor, is requesting that the BOC accept the one and only bid for the 2007 Striping Program from the Sherwin-Williams Company in the amount of $34,988.80.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #273-07.   Accept the 2007 County and Township Road Program.
Each year the BOC, the County Engineer and the Township Trustees, develops a defined road improvement program.  This plan is predicated by resolution from each township separately and makes definite commitments to the approximate amount they, each separately, will pay from the Motor Gasoline and Gas Tax Fund.  On April 10, 2007 and April 12, 2007 meetings were held at the County Engineer’s Office to determine the participation of the 2007 Road Program.  This item was discussed in full detail at the April 19, 2007 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #274-07.    Authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for Liquid Asphalt for Tar & Chip Work for the County Engineer’s 2007 Road Program.
David Louth, Roadway Engineer, is requesting to have the bid opening date for the said project on Wednesday, May 9, 2007 @ 11:00 a.m., in the office of the Allen County Commissioners. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #275-07.   Approve addendum and authorize submission of a Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Agreement to the State of Ohio Department of Youth Services.
Julie Norberg, Allen County Juvenile Court, is requesting that the BOC approve an addendum to the grant for an additional $991.00 to be used for the counseling project.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #276-07.    Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:  
A.   Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer’s Office presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #277-07, enter into contract with Bluffton Paving for the necessary emergency repairs on Roush Road.  Tim Piper, County Engineer, is requesting that the BOC enter into contract with Bluffton Paving to perform the necessary repairs to Roush Road in the amount of $162,169.51.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Allen County Coroner’s Office, Marlene Schumaker presented the following:

      1. Request to enter into a sub-grant agreement.  The said grant is for an amount of $16,170.37 with a cash match of $1,796.71 for a total grant amount of $17,967.08 which will be used for equipment, training and travel expenses.
C.   Beth Seibert, Soil & Water Conservation District presented the following:

      1. Request to accept the 2006 annual Ohio EPA Report.  The MS4 Stormwater Management Plan Report for 2006, combined permit #2GQ00010*AG, includes American, Bath, Perry and Shawnee Townships.  In accordance with 40 CFR Part 122.32 and Ohio Law, the Allen County Commissioners are required to submit a Stormwater Management Plan (SWMP) to the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA), to comply with U.S. EPA Regulations.
     2. Request to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding for administration of the County Stormwater Management Plan.  The MOU is for the coordination of the Phase II Stormwater Program for Allen County.
     3.  Request approval of submission of a grant for the 2007 Stormwater Administration.  The amount of said grant request is $11,752.00 which will be divided accordingly:  1) $1,918 – county’s financial liability; 2)$3,000 – stormwater sediment control regulations; 3) $3,000 – Sanitary Engineer’s office; 4) $1,917 – County Engineer’s office; and 5) $1,917 – Office of Homeland Security.
D.  
Allen County Department of Job & Family Services:

      1.  Request to amend daycare contracts with:  Lima/Allen Council on Community Affairs dba Central Head-Start, Heir Force Academy, Inc., James A. Rhodes State College Child Care, Kim Parks-Butterfield dba ABC 123 Day Care and Carolyn Ann Austin dba Kid’s are Kids.  The amendments are as follows:  Head Start will increase by $5,000 for a total amount not to exceed $35,000; Heir Force Academy will increase by $7,000 for an amount not to exceed $82,000; James A. Rhodes State College Child Care will increase by $12,000 for a total amount not to exceed $92,000;  ABC 123 Day Care will increase by $25,000 for a total amount not to exceed$150,000 and Kid’s are Kids will increase by $10,000 for a new total amount not to exceed $100,000.
      2. Request to enter into contract with AAA Kiddie Kare for day care services.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $20,000.00 for day care services and is effective April 29, 2007 through June 30, 2007.
      3.  Request to amend a contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima.  Resolution #439-06 dated June 29, 2006, authorized the original contract with Goodwill.  The amendment to this contract will increase by $10,000 increasing from $42,000 to an amount not to exceed $52,000 and is effective April 27, 2007.
      4.  Request to adopt Resolution #278-07, authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to enter into a lease agreement with HWH Properties Limited.   The said lease agreement is for property located at 1501 South Dixie Highway.  The term for the lease is April 1, 2007 through March 31, 2017 at an amount not to exceed $445,000.00.
