MINUTES OF APRIL 25, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 25th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Bradley T. Niemeyer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 20, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #267-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel relates expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #268-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the General Fund #1001.

At the request of Becky Saine, County Administrator, this is a new appropriation in the amount of $60,000 for a court security contract between the Domestic Relations Court and the Sheriff’s Office.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #269-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the County Engineer Ditch Rotary Fund #2099.

At the request of Laura Clark, Allen County Engineer’s Office, this is an increase in the appropriation of $125,000.00, for a new appropriation of $150,000.00.  This supplemental is necessary for the department to purchase a tractor and trailer.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #270-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund #5035 to the Early Lutz Sewer Fund #4400.

At the request of Bruce Wells, Business Manager, this is the advancement of $250,000.  This is necessary to cover the current invoices for the Early Lutz Sewer Improvement Project in anticipation of the receipt of grant funds and loan proceeds.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #271-06.  Authorize the renewal of membership to the County Risk Sharing Authority (CORSA).

CORSA is a property and liability self insurance pool that was established by CCAO.  Allen County has participated in the pool for the last three years.  This renewal of membership shall be effective May 27, 2006 through May 26, 2009.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #272-06.  Enter into a Railroad Lease Agreement with Van Wert County, Ohio, the Port Authority of Allen County, Ohio, Van Wert County Port Authority and the Allen-Van Wert Railroad.

This lease specifies the responsibility of Allen and Van Wert Counties as to the maintenance of the railroad track and crossings on each side of the rails to the edge of the Railroad Property where it meets the highway right-of-way.  It also states that a new railroad grade crossing is planned as part of the construction of an extension of Eastown Road from Elm Street to Spencerville Road.  The railroad will not be responsible for the cost of installation of the crossing gates, guards or other warning devices, but it shall maintain said gates, guards and other warning devices and the street level surface of this crossing inside and outside of the rail.  The Railroad will also be responsible for inspecting the grade crossings, including all signal lights and gates, as is required by law or regulation.    The railroad shall pay $200 per month to the Port Authority of Allen County and pay $210.00 per month to the Van Wert County Port Authority.  The term of the lease agreement shall commence December 17, 2004 and continue through December 31, 2014.

Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution from the agenda. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed.

Resolution #273-06.  Authorize the renewal of insurance coverage with County Risk Sharing Authority (CORSA) through the Folsom-Somerville Insurance Agency.

This renewal is for various insurance policies in the amount of $553,994.00, commencing May 1, 2006 and expiring May 1, 2007.  This is an increase of approximately 12% from the previous year.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to employ a Summer Laboratory Assistant Intern.  Mr. Niemeyer is requesting that Mr. Clayton Odenweller, be employed beginning May 8, 2006 for a period not to exceed 15 weeks at the rate of $8.89 per hour.  

2. Request to award bid for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Improvements. Three bids were received for the general trades contract and four bids were received for the electrical contract. Mr. Niemeyer is requesting that the Board award the general contract and electrical contract to Williams Excavating, Inc.  Williams Excavating was the low responsive bidder for both contracts. Total contract amount will be $333,580.00.

Mr. Niemeyer stated that the Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Building is 65-70% complete.  The project is somewhat ahead of schedule.   August is the target date for the department move.
B. Russ Decker. Homeland Security/EMA, presented the following:


1.   Request  to adopt Resolution #274-06, authorize the Emergency Management Agency to 

      purchase a 2006 Ford F-150 Pick-Up Truck from Raabe Ford.   This vehicle will replace the 

      primary response vehicle.  The cost of said purchase is in the amount of $24,707.00, which 

      will be paid 100% through U.S. Department of Homeland Security Funds.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for Remote Air Monitoring Equipment.  This equipment will be used to monitor the suspicion of or an actual air release.  Another example for the use of this equipment is that a meth lab can be monitored, in which the equipment will show when it is safe to enter the area.   Decker stated that this will be a much safer system than what is currently being utilized.
