MINUTES OF April 26, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 26th day of April, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 21, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #214-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #215-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #216-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Capital Improvement – Fund 170.

This is the appropriation of $55,719.17 for the Help America Vote Act Equipment at the Board of Elections.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #217-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from Adult Probation FY’2005 Byrne Grant – Fund 081-505 to FY’2004 Byrne Grant – Fund 081-500.

This is the transfer of $6,548.91 to refund expenses paid from the wrong fund.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #218-05.  Authorize the appointment of Eric D. Pohjala to the Allen County Workforce Policy Board.

This is the appointment of Eric D. Pohjala, who is an employee of Lima Memorial Hospital.  Mr. Pohjala will serve a three-year term commencing April 26, 2005 and ending April 25, 2008.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #219-05.  Authorize Auditor to issue warrant for the 2005 grant to Community Connections.

This is the contribution of $41,439.00 from the County for the Re-entry Court Program.  Said program is for a period commencing January 1, 2005 thru December 31, 2005.  Payment is to be distributed on a quarterly basis in the amount of $10,349.75.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #220-05.  Amend an agreement with Dwain Metzger for the lease of county property for agricultural purposes.

This is reducing the amount of acres in the lease agreement from 28 to 18.  This is necessary to allow the Sanitary Engineer’s Office to construct their administration building.  The resolution also authorizes a partial refund to Mr. Metzger in the amount of $1,095.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #221-05.  Authorize renewal of insurance coverage with CORSA through the Folsom-Somerville Insurance Agency.
This is the renewal of property, fleet, general/public liability, law enforcement liability and medical professional’s liability in the amount of $493,810.00 for a period commencing May 1, 2005 and expiring May 1, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request for the approval and adoption of Resolution #223-05, authorize the purchase of work stations through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.  This is the purchase of (14) “L” shaped work stations at a cost not to exceed $25,000, which includes shipping, delivery and set-up.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Russ Decker, Emergency Management Agency, presented the following:
1. Request the approval to authorize the Safety Service Director to relinquish control over two (2) warning sirens to the Allen County Commissioners.  There are two (2) warning sirens located in Van Wert County since the 1970’s.  Van Wert County has since relinquished their rights to the City of Delphos.  The City of Delphos now wishes to relinquish those sirens to Allen County to be maintained and is requesting the County to accept possession.  The sirens are located at Jefferson High School and Garfield Park.  There are currently 42 total sirens on the system.

C.  Jerry Good, Allen Economic Development Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #223-05, enter into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with Perry Township and Precision Thermoplastic Components, Inc.  This is a 50% abatement for ten (10) years.  Perry Schools has approved the abatement as presented.   There will be 60 new full-time jobs within the next three (3) years:  (40) the 1st year, (10) the 2nd year, and (10) the 3rd year.  There will be a $1,390,000 investment in 50,000 sq. ft. new building addition.  There will also be a $500,000 to $550,000 investment in new machinery and equipment as well as a $500,000 to $550,000 investment in new inventory.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
