MINUTES OF april 26, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 26th day of April, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Joe Vernick led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 24, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #279-07.    Accept payment from CORSA for damages at the Allen County Civic and Convention Center.
Payment was received in the amount of $2,151.00 for damages to the heating and cooling unit due to water loss at the Civic Center.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #280-07.   Accept payment from CORSA for damages at the Allen County Fairgrounds.  
Payment was received in the amount of $32,250.00 for fire damages that occurred on January 3, 2007 Claim No. 0110016812.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #281-07.   Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Bath Township Trustees Ditch Fund #4169 to the General Fund #1001.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested that the BOC approve an advance in the amount of $61,387.98 for partial repayment of a 1996 advance.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #282-07.    Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested transfers within the General Fund #1001 from the CSB Attorney Accounts to the Prosecutor Accounts to close out the CSB Attorney Department and combine with the Prosecutor’s Office.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #283-07.   Accept the Memorandum of Understanding with Allen Soil & Water Conservation District.
Beth Seibert, SWCD, is requesting that the BOC accept a MOU for the coordination of the Phase II Stormwater Program for Allen County.  The MOU is arranged according to the order of the Six Minimum Controls for the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Phase II for Stormwater as defined with the Ohio Administrative Code 3745-39-03 (B).
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #284-07.    Accept the MS4 Stormwater Management Plan Report for 2006.
In accordance with 40 CFR Part 122.32 and Ohio Law, the BOC re required to submit a Storm Water Management Plan (SWMP) to the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) to comply with U.S. EPA Regulations.  This 2006 Report Plan Combined Permit #2GQ00010*AG, includes American, Bath, Perry and Shawnee Townships.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #285-07.   Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with AAA Kiddie Kare.
Lynn Shock, ACDJFS Director, is requesting to enter into said contract for an amount not to exceed $20,000 for day care services and will be effective April 29, 2007 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #286-07.   Authorize an amendment to the contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and Goodwill Industries of Lima.
Lynn Shock, Director, is requesting to have the said contract increased from $42,000 to $52,000, effective April 27, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #287-07.    Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to amend contract with various day care providers.

The amendments are as follows:  Head Start will increase by $5,000 for a total amount not to exceed $35,000; Heir Force Academy will increase by $7,000 for an amount not to exceed $82,000; James A. Rhodes State College Child Care will increase by $12,000 for a total amount not to exceed $92,000;  ABC 123 Day Care will increase by $25,000 for a total amount not to exceed$150,000 and Kid’s are Kids will increase by $10,000 for a new total amount not to exceed $100,000.  All contracts will be effective April 29, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #288-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #289-07.    Authorization to enter into a sub-grant agreement with the Ohio Department of Public Safety for the Allen County Coroner Grant.
The said grant, Sub-grant No: 2003-DG-A0V-V7531, is in the amount of $16,170.37 with a cash match amount of $1,796.71 for a total grant award of $17,967.08.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A.   Mary Early, FCFC Director, presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #290-07, authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Health on behalf of the Family & Children First Council for the Help Me Grow Project-Part C-FY’2008.  The said grant is in the amount of $114,861.00 which will be used to provide services for expectant parents, newborns and their families and infants and toddlers, and their families, at risk for or with developmental delays and disabilities.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   John Leahy Jr., and Mark Smith, presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #291-07, authorization to sell County owned property by internet auction.  The BOC intends to sell by internet auction personal property, including but not limited to motor vehicles acquired for use by county officers and departments, and road machinery, equipment and tools or supplies, regardless of the value, which is not needed for public use and is declared obsolete or is unfit for the use for which it is acquired.  GOVDEALS, is an internet based website which provides means for sellers to list items for sale and for potential buyers to bid on these items via an internet auction system.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.   Brion Rhodes, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

      1. Request to accept an amendment to the contract with the Mannik & Smith Group, Inc. for the Eastown Road Project.  Resolution #550-04 dated July 29, 2004 authorized a contract with Mannik & Smith to provide real estate acquisition services for Eastown Road Phase 3.  This amendment will increase the contract by $23,427.50 for a new total contract amount not to exceed $173,397.50 effective May 1, 2007.
