MINUTES OF APRIL 27, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 27th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Dana Sterling led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 25, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #279-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel relates expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #280-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Sanitary Engineer’s Administrative Facilities Capital Fund 5409.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, is requesting that a transfer be made in the amount of $200,000.00 from Fund 5035 to Fund 5409.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #281-06.  Authorize the employment of Clayton Odenweller as a Summer Laboratory Assistant Intern in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Written communication was received from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting that the Board employ Clayton Odenweller to the position of Summer Laboratory Assistant Intern in the Sanitary Engineering Department Beginning May 8, 2006 for a period not to exceed 15 weeks.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #282-06.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Williams Excavating Inc. for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Improvements.
The Board of County Commissioners received and opened bids for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Improvements on April 5, 2006.  The lowest responsive bidder for both the general and electrical contracts was Williams Excavating Inc., Harrod, Ohio and upon reviewing and tabulating their bid it was found to be in good order.  Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested to enter into contract with Williams Excavating Inc. for an amount not to exceed $333,580.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #283-06.  Authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Allen County Emergency Management Agency for Remote Air Monitoring Equipment.
The Board has received a request from Russ Decker, Emergency Management Agency, seeking permission to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Remote Air Monitoring System.  Bids will be received until 10:30 a.m., May 16, 2006 and will be read aloud in the Commissioners’ Public Meeting Room.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #284-06.  Approve the Offer to Amend the Financial Assistance Award with the Economic Development Administration, U.S. Department of Commerce, in conjunction with the City of Lima, Ohio.
On July 22, 2005, the Economic Development Administration, U.S. Department of Commerce, entered into a Financial Assistance Award with the City of Lima, Ohio, for infrastructure construction to serve the site of an ethanol production facility.  The award was not to exceed $2,352,770.00 of the cost of the project estimated to be $3,361,000.00.  Allen County is an eligible applicant under the Public Works and Economic Development Act (PWEDA).  Gary Sheely, Director of Utilities for the City of Lima, Ohio, has submitted to the Board for their review and consideration, an offer to Amend the Financial Assistance Award with the Economic Development Administration, U.S. Department of Commerce.
Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution from the agenda. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed.

Resolution #285-06.  Amend Resolution #247-06, authorize the advertisement to receive bids for additions and renovations to the property at 123 West Spring Street, Lima, for Allen County Children Services.
Pursuant to Resolution #247-06 dated April 13, 2006, the Board authorized the advertisement to receive bids for additions and renovations to the property at 123 West Spring Street, Lima, for Allen County Children Services.  The architect from Garmann/Miller & Associates, Inc. is requesting that the Board change the bid date from May 11, 2006 to May 18, 2006, at 2:00 p.m. due to bid specifications / plans not being fully completed.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #286-06, approve the 2006 County Township Road Program and authorize the County Engineer to proceed by Force Account.  The total proposed Road Program for 2006 is $1,960,610.42.    This is approximately $500,000 more than the 2005 Road Program.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations      

Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that the ribbon cutting scheduled for Eastown Road has been postponed for 8-10 days due to weather conditions.  The project is currently approximately six weeks ahead of schedule and under budget.

Piper also stated that the plans for the Proctor & Gamble project are being prepared by the consultant.  Phase I of the project should be completed this fall.  Phase II  should be completed by next summer.
