MINUTES OF April 28, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 28th day of April, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Crystal Balo.
Kathryn Marie Haver, Craft Scholarship Recipient, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 26, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #224-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #225-05.  Supplemental Appropriation to the County Engineer Fund 202-210 and 268-210.
This is for two new appropriations to fund 202-210 in the amounts of $13,654.81 and $ 2,433.83 and one new appropriation to fund 268-210 in the amount of $4,440.65.  All appropriations are for project costs to reimburse ditch maintenance and county funds.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #226-05.  Supplemental appropriation to Adult Probation Fund 080-808.
This is a new appropriation in the amount of $2,418.81 to close out the 080 grant fund.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #227-05.  Accept change order #2 and #3 with Munis, Inc. for the purpose of accounting software and licenses.
Change order #2 is for a reduction to the contract in the amount of $ 7,250.00.  Change order #3 is for an increase to the contract in the mount of $3,090.00.  Change order #2 and #3 would result in a net decrease to the contract in the amount of $ 4,160.00 resulting in a new contract amount of $237,600.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #228-05.  Approval of Then and Now Purchase orders for various departments.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #229-05.  Award two Crafts Educational Scholarships and Approve renewal for five for 2005-2006.
Brian Rockhold, Chairperson for the Crafts Scholarship Loan Committee presented Kathryn (Katie) Marie Haver of Shawnee High School and Rachel M. Clum of Spencerville High School as the two new scholarship loan recipients for $1,000.00.  The alternative is Aaron M. Campbell of Lima Senior High School.

The renewals are for Mark J. Mueller, David Schlunker, Nandry Hover, Stephanie Campbell, and Jessica R. Rahrig in the amount of $500.00 each.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #230-05.  Approve donation of right-of-way for Metcalf/High Street Intersection Widening and Signal improvement Project.
Kirk Niemeyer, City Engineer is requesting the donation of right-of-way for property on the southwest quadrant of Metcalf and High intersection.  The donation of the property would help reduce costs of the project.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #231-05.  Accept and approve the memorandum of understanding between Allen County Commissioners and Allen Soil and Water Conservation District and the creation of the Allen County Phase II Stormwater Coordinator.
The Allen County Commissioners are required to submit a Storm Water Management Plan (SWMP) to the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) to comply with US EPA regulations.  The Commissioners have entered into an agreement with the Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission, American, Bath, and Perry Townships to form a Consortium to address the OEPA Phase II Stormwater issues.  A new position has been created at the Soil and Water Conservation District called the Allen County Phase II Stormwater Coordinator to manage the operations of the consortium.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #232-05.  Amend  the Travel Policy for Allen County Employees.

The current travel policy mileage rate is set at $0.35 per mile.  This amendment would be for an increase in the mileage rate to $0.40 per mile.  The change will be effective for any travel occurring on or after May 1, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #233-05.  Accept two warning sirens from the city of Delphos.

The city of Delphos approved an ordinance on April 12, 2005 authorizing the Safety Service Director to relinquish control over the two warning sirens in Van Wert County to the Allen County Board of Commissioners.  Russ Decker, EMA/Homeland Security Director, recommend the Board accept the sirens and allow him to maintain the same.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #234-05.  Approve the Lease of 226 N. Main Street, Lima, Ohio for the Allen County Prosecutors Office Juvenile Division.  
The Allen County Juvenile Prosecutors Office was destroyed by fire on April 24, 2005.  It is necessary to temporarily secure office space for them pending location of permanent office space for them.  The lease for the property at 226 N. Main St. will be for six months at $7,200.00 payable monthly at $1.200 per month beginning May 1, 2005.  

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #235-05.  Approve the termination of Lease with Robert E. Leis for 1850 Spencerville Road, Lima, Ohio for the Allen County Prosecutor’s Office Juvenile Division.  
The leased premises were totally destroyed by fire, water, and smoke damage on April 24, 2005.  The lease states that is the premises are totally destroyed the Lessees obligation to pay rent is terminated and the Lessee may elect termination of the Lease.  The Board authorizes the Administrator to notify Robert E. Leis by certified mail with the Notice of Termination.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
