MINUTES OF MAY 1, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 1st day of May, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Michael Schoenhofer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 26, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #292-07.    Authorize an amendment to the contract with the Mannik & Smith Group, Inc.
By Resolution #550-04, dated July 29, 2004, the BOC entered into contract with the Mannik & Smith Group to provide real estate acquisition services for Eastown Road Phase 3 Improvement Project.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, is requesting to amend the contract increasing by $23,427.50 for a total new contract amount not to exceed $173,397.50.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

C.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Director, presented the following:

      1. Request authorization to advertise to receive bids for the Harrod FY’06 Formula Drainage Project.  The Village of Harrod was allocated $55,100 from the FY’06 Formula Grant for assistance with a drainage improvement.  The total estimated project cost is $79,730 with the Village being responsible for all engineering costs and any construction costs in excess of the grant amount.  The project Engineer, Kohli & Kaliher, has completed the bid documents and is requesting that the project be advertised for bid on May 9th and 16th with a bid opening at 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, May 24 in the BOC Public Meeting Room.

A Proclamation was presented to the Mental Health and Recovery Services Board declaring May “Mental Health Month.”  Mental Health Board members, Al Willis, Phillip Atkins and Mike Schoenhoefer were present to accept the Proclamation.  Mike stated that there were over 5000 individuals that received services from the Mental Health Board as young as 2 years old to senior citizens.  The Board serves approximately 1000 people a month.  Al explained that the Board has done well due to the teamwork of three counties and the needs for Mental Health Services are continuing to grow rapidly.
