MINUTES OF MAY 3, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of May, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt,  County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Chris Hardesty, County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 28, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #236-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #237-05.  Authorize approval of intradepartmental transfers.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #238-05.  Authorize approval of two (2) Warrants of Transfers for the MR/DD Fund.

This is the transfer of $5,029.43 from the Family Resources Services Fund to the General Operating Fund to cover the administrative costs of operating the program.  This is also the transfer of $93,430.60 from the Residential Services Fund to the General Operating Fund to cover the administrative costs of operating the program.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #239-05.  Authorize Sanitary Engineer to hire summer help.

This is the authorization to employ Kiel O’Connor effective May 16, 2005 through August 17, 2005 at the rate of $8.38 per hour and to employ Ryan Odenweller effective June 13, 2005 through September 16, 2005 at the rate of $7.85 per hour.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #240-05.  Authorize amendment of Resolution #86-05 for the Soil & Water Conservation Grant appropriation 2005.

This is an increase of $49,000 to the appropriation for Soil & Water Conservation District for 2005.  These monies will be used to support Senate Bill 160 Ditch Projects.   Under this senate bill, match monies are made available for ditch projects.  These match monies would be applied to the ditch project, which will then reduce costs to those persons within the watershed of the ditch project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into contract with WSOS Community Action Commission for application preparation, environmental review and technical assistance for the FY’05 Formula Grant.  RFP’s were solicited via mail and one proposal was received.  Two firms declined to offer a proposal.  WSOS Community Action Commission submitted a proposal to provide the following services as follows:  Application Assistance - $3,000; Environmental Review - $5,000; and Technical Assistance - $2,000.  WSOS provided the same assistance at the same total contract cost for the FY’04 Formula Grant.

2. Request to enter into contract with LACCA for the provision of Fair Housing Services for the FY’05 Formula and FY’04 CHIP/HOME grants.  LACCA has been providing Fair Housing Services to county for several grant periods and has offered to continue those services.  Grant funds have been designated in the amount of $10,000 and $3,600 from the Formula and Housing grants respectively.  The Formula Grant will require more specific outreach efforts during 2005 and the Housing Grant will require more general activities in 2005 and into 2006.  

3. Request authorization to negotiate a contract with LACCA for the provision of intake and administrative services for the FY’04 CHIP/HOME and Ohio Housing Trust Grants.  LACCA will provide inquiries, follow-up, information gathering and interface with the homeowner, Housing Specialist and contracts as it relates to housing assistance grants.    This is a request to enter into a contract with LACCA for an amount not to exceed $10,000 for 2005 with an option to extend the contract through 2006 at a cost to be negotiated.

4. Request authorization to pay for gas line repairs for a property on Grant Street, Bath Township.  The gas service was disconnected due to a leak inside the home.  John P. Timmerman Company repaired the problem at a cost of $180.35.  This is a request to pay this repair through Program Income Funds.

5. Request for authorization to release various mortgages.  Four (4) FY’94 CHIP mortgages have been satisfied and requesting release of same.

B.  Chris Hardesty. Operations Manager, presented the following:

1. Request to advertise to receive bids for Traffic Paint for the 2005 Striping Program.  This is a request to receive bids for the purchase of 4,895 gallons of yellow paint and 605 gallons of white paint.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
A proclamation was presented to Michael Schoenhofer for Mental Health Month.  Mr. Schoenhofer stated that statistics show good progress has been made in the reduction of suicides amongst adult, however, the amount of suicides have increased in children.   Mr. Schoenhofer handed out wristbands to everyone in attendance.  The wristbands have “hope, help, care” and “1-800-567-4673” imprinted on them.  The wristband is to promote suicide awareness.  The phone number on the wristband is a phone number to a crisis center that anyone can call that needs assistance.
