MINUTES OF May 9, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 9th day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Brion Rhodes led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #303-06.  Authorize the employment of Tracy Garwood as a Class I Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Rick Boerger of the Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting.

Mr. Garwood shall be employed at the rate of $17.63 effective May 15, 2006 with a one hundred twenty (120) day probationary period.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #304-06.  Authorize the President of the Allen County Commissioners to apply for, accept, and enter into a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund Agreement for Construction of Wastewater Facilities.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The Allen County Sanitary District is seeking to extend a sewer collection system to Perry Local Schools.  The Allen County Commissioners intend to apply for a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund (WPCLF) for the construction of Wastewater Facilities, in which the dedicated source of repayment will be an assessment to Perry Local Schools.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #305-06.  Authorize submission of a grant application by the Adult Probation Department to the Office of Criminal Justice Services for the ASORRC Grant.
Jim Wingate, Deputy Chief Probation Officer for the Allen County Adult Probation Department, presented this request at the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Mr. Wingate is requesting that the Board authorize submission of a grant application to the Office of Criminal Justice Services for the ASORRC Grant for FY’2007 in the amount of $126,810.50, with a cash match amount of $42,270.17 for a total grant amount of $169,080.67 for a period beginning January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #306-06.  Authorize one (1) Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase III Project.
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The “Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property” includes three (3) legal descriptions:  warranty deed, excess lands and a temporary easement for a total amount of $220,500.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #307-06.  Authorize to amend Resolution #252-06, set date, time and place for the Final Hearing of Flat Fork Creek Joint County Petitioned Ditch #1224.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  By Resolution #252-06 dated April 13, 2006, the Board authorized to set date, time and place for the Final Hearing of Flat Fork Creek Joint County Petitioned Ditch #1224.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, has requested to change the time and date of the Final Hearing from May 23, 2006 to June 6, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. at the Fraternal Order of Eagles, 1600 East Fifth Street, Delphos, Ohio 45833.  This is necessary as soil testing needs to be completed on two interurban railway crossings within the City of Delphos.  Upon receiving the results of the soil testing, the County Engineer’s Office can complete the engineer’s estimate on said project.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #308-06.  Authorize to accept bid and enter into contract with the Newell Equipment, Inc. for the installation of Single Axle and Tandem Axle Truck Equipment at the Allen County Engineer’s Department.
Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, presented this request at the May 4, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Three bids were received by the Board for the purchase and installation of Single Axle and Tandem Axle Truck Equipment at the Allen County Engineer’s Office.  John P. Johnson, Equipment Maintenance Superintendent, has reviewed the bids and recommends that the Board accept bid and enter into contract with The Newell Equipment, Inc. in the amount of $112,335.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #309-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #310-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Innovative Ed Fund #2078 to the General Operating Fund #1001.
Esther Baldridge, Allen County Board of MR/DD, is requesting that the Board authorize a warrant to return funds advanced in March from the Innovative Ed ODE Grant in the amount of $172.45.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #311-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for various debt service funds.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineering Department, has requested a supplemental appropriation for various debt service funds. The supplemental is for an increase in the appropriation of $245,752.00 for a new appropriation of $777,752.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #312-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Wireless Surcharge Fund.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested a supplemental appropriation for the Wireless Surcharge Fund #2096.  This is a new appropriation of $245,000.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #313-06.  Authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Youth Services for the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant.
Connie Lowry, Project Director, has requested that the Board authorize submission of a grant application to the Department of Youth Services for the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant for FY’2007 in the amount of $50,000.00 with a cash match amount of $5,555.56 for a total grant amount of $55,555.56 beginning September 1, 2006 through August 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
      1.   Request to advertise to receive bids for the County & Township Roads Resurfacing Project-06.  
David Louth, Design Engineer, stated that due to the anticipated increase in asphalt prices, this 
project is being bid at earlier date this year.  The engineer’s estimate for 11.4 miles of paving is 
$566,567.00.  Bids will be received until 11:00 a.m. on May 30, 2006.

2. Request to enter into an Agreement for Professional Services for the Thayer Road Project.


David Louth, Design Engineer, stated that plans are 75% complete for said project.  The right-
of-way plans have been developed and now are ready to begin right-of-way negotiation.  Louth 
stated that Thayer Road between Reservoir Road and SR 81 will be widened 2’ on each side of 
the roadway.  The right-of-way is currently 40’ and this will be widened to 60’ or 10’ on each 
side.  The engineer’s office has gone through the consultant selection process and is requesting 
that R.D. Zande & Associates, of Columbus, Ohio, be contracted with to provide right-of-way 
acquisition services at a cost not to exceed $97,200.00.  This contract will be paid from the $2 
million grant.  There are approximately 36 parcels that need to be negotiated.

B. Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to accept Change Order #2 with Charles Construction Services, Inc. for the Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  This is an increase in the contract price of $20,697.07 for a total amount not to exceed $2,098,800.00.

2. Request to approve Addendum No. 1 for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department Long Range Sewer Plan.  This addendum is with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for an additional amount of $29,600, for a new contract amount not to exceed $60,000. The increase to the contract is a result of a large number of requests by developers for sanitary sewer service in areas outside the four townships and in areas of the four townships that were not anticipated for development.   Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. will evaluate proposed development project areas, develop service area boundaries and produce service area maps for proposed developments.
C. Community Development, presented the following:
1.  Request to advertise to receive bids for the Cairo FY’05 Formula, Flood & Drainage Project. The Village of Cairo was awarded $44,000 from the FY’05 Formula Grant toward a Flood & Drainage Project to repair curbs and gutters on Main Street.  The Village of Cairo will be responsible for any amount that exceeds the grant amount, including all costs for engineering.  Bids will be received until 10:00 a.m. on June 9, 2006.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations      
Brion Rhodes, Drainage Engineer, announced that Roush Road Bridge has a “Road Closed” posting for bridge repair.  It has been determined that there is a weakness in the truss structure.  Ohio Bridge Corp. is making the necessary repairs and will pay 100% of the costs.  The bridge should be closed approximately two weeks.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
