MINUTES OF MAY 12, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 12th day of May, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Phil Gordon, Proctor & Gamble Mfg. Co., led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the May 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #259-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #260-05.  Board of County Commissioners ratifies and confirms approval of the termination of an easement with Shawnee Development, Ltd.  

This easement originated in 1969 for services to future phases of Fairwood Estates Subdivision. Since that time, a portion of the property has since been sold to Shawnee Development LTD and Monticello Subdivision has been constructed, therefore eliminating the need of the easement.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #261-05.  Authorize renewal of a Lease Agreement with Cory, Meredith, Witter, Rumer and Cheney, LPA.

This is a renewal of a lease for property located at the City Loan Building, Suite 508.  This lease is for a period of three (3) years and two (2) months commencing April 1, 2005 and ending on June 30, 2008 at a cost of $225.50 per month.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #262-05.  Authorize submission of a grant application for the Juvenile Drug Court Implementation Program.

This is a three (3) year grant in the amount of $252,888.00 with a cash match of $84,298.00 for a total project amount of $337,184.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Marcel Wagner, Allen Economic Development, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #263-05, enter into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with the Proctor & Gamble Manufacturing, Company.  This is an agreement for the Phoenix line at P & G.  There will be a $37 - $60 million dollar investment in the project.  This is a fifteen (15) year – 100% exemption with 35% donation back to the county.  There will be a flat payment made to the County over the next fifteen (15) years.  The final payment made to the county will depend on the final investment in the project.  The Bath School Board and Bath Township Trustees have approved this agreement.  Representatives were present from Proctor & Gamble Manufacturing Company and thanked the Commissioners for their ongoing support.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Cliff Dye, Juvenile Court,  presented the following:

1. Request approval to purchase a 2002 Dodge Durango.  The department had a vehicle that was involved in an accident in February 2005 and totaled.  The 2002 Dodge Durango will replace the totaled vehicle and be utilized in the Security Department.  The cost of said vehicle is $15,595.00 with a 2-year warranty.
