MINUTES OF May 16, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 16th day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Dr. Herbert Schumm led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the May 11, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #324-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #325-06.  Authorization to amend Resolution #401-05, award Depository Agreements for a four (4) year period.
The Board adopted Resolution #401-05 dated July 5, 2005, awarding depository agreements for a four (4) year period per sections 135.31 to 135.40, Ohio Revised Code.  Rhonda Eddy, Allen County Treasurer, is requesting that the Board amend Resolution #401-05 to include Citizens National Bank of Bluffton in the amount of $2,000,000.00 and The State Bank and Trust Company in the amount of $20,000,000.00 effective May 16, 2006 through July 6, 2009.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #326-06.  Appoint Dr. Herbert Schumm to the Allen County Port Authority Board.
Written communication was received from Julie Jurosic, Project Manager, West Central Development Corporation, requesting the Board appoint Dr. Herbert Schumm to the Allen County Port Authority Board effective May 16, 2006 through August 26, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #327-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Carolyn Austin dba Kids R Kids.
Correspondence has been received from Lynn Shock, Director, requesting that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Carolyn Austin, dba Kids R Kids for the provision of day care services in an amount not to exceed $90,000.00 effective May 21, 2006 until June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #328-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to amend a contract with the Learning Castle Child Care Center.
The Board adopted Resolution #355-05 dated June 16, 2005, authorizing the Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with various daycare providers for the provision of daycare services.  Lynn Shock, Director, requested that the Board authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to amend the contract with the Learning Castle Child Care Center.  This amendment will increase the total value of the contract from $60,000.00 to an amount not to exceed $77,000.00 effective May 21, 2006 until June 30, 2007.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #329-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to amend contract with ABC 123 Day Care.
The Board adopted Resolution #672-05 dated November 3, 2005, authorizing the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with ABC 123 Day Care for the provision of day care services.  Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to amend the contract with ABC 123 Day Care to increase the total value of the contract from $65,000.00 to an amount not to exceed $77,000.00 effective May 21, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Adult Probation Department, Sherry Buettner presented the following:
      1.   Request to enter into a Community Based Corrections Program Subsidy Grant Agreement.  The FY06 Community Based Corrections Program Subsidy Grant Agreement between the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction and Allen County would be in the sum of $325,352.00 and will not in any case exceed that amount through June 30, 2007.
B. Community Development, Bruce Wells presented the following:
      1.   Request to authorize payment for water and drain line repairs from Program Income.  The Council on Aging referred a property owner of South Leonard Ave. Lima, OH, for assistance with water and drain leaks in her kitchen.  The property owner was found to be eligible for assistance and the problem was addressed as an emergency repair.  Schenk Plumbing & Heating completed the work at a cost of $115.00.
C. County Engineer, Douglass Degen presented the following:
      1.   Request to set date, time and location for the viewing and first hearing for the Allen County Regional Airport Authority Petitioned Ditch #1217.  This project has been petitioned before and property owners are still experiencing drainage issues.  A new drainage outlet is needed and landowners will benefit from this improvement.  Douglass is requesting that the viewing be scheduled for June 9, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. at the Intersection of Bowman and Hanthorn Roads.  The First Hearing is being scheduled for June 20, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at Memorial Hall, 130 W. Elm St. Lima, Ohio.       

      2.  Request to set date, time and place for the Final Hearing for the Taffy Dee Moening Petitioned Ditch #1233.  This project is needed to remove the surface water.  The Final Hearing will be scheduled for June 20, 2006 at 2:30 p.m. at Memorial Hall, 130. W. Elm St. Lima, Ohio.

      3.  Request to set date, time and place for the Final Hearing for the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.  This has been a very lengthy project that has consisted of waterway construction and there have been numerous drainage complaints. The Final Hearing will be scheduled for June 20, 2006 at 1:00 p.m. at Memorial Hall, 130 W. Elm St. Lima, Ohio. 

      4.  Request to set date, time and place for the viewing and first hearing for The Edwin “Rink” Warrington Petitioned Ditch #1236.  Eight property owners have signed the petition and have been experiencing numerous drainage issues.  The viewing is to be scheduled for June 12, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. at Hillville Rd., East of S.R. 65 @ the RR Crossing.  The First hearing is to be scheduled for June 27, 2006 at 1:00 p.m. at the Monroe Township House, 8500 Slabtown Rd. Columbus Grove, Ohio.
      5.  Request to set date, time and place for the Final Hearing for the Jeff Brown Petitioned Ditch #1230.  A few property owners have expressed concern and feel they should not be involved in this petition due to their property location.  Some of these individuals have been excluded in this petition.  The Final Hearing is to be held on June 20, 2006 at 4:00 p.m. at Memorial Hall, 130 W. Elm St. Lima, Ohio.
