MINUTES OF May 18, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Adam Blevins led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the May 16, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #330-06.  Authorize payment of Program Income Funds for emergency repairs to a property located on South Leonard Avenue, Lima, Ohio.
A property owner on South Leonard Avenue, Lima, Bath Township experienced a problem with kitchen water and drain line leaks.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has requested that the Board authorize the expenditure of $115.00 from Program Income to cover the emergency repair which was completed by Schenk Plumbing & Heating.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, is requesting that the Board authorize submission of a grant agreement to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 407 Non-Residential Felony Grant.  The said grant agreement is for FY’2007 in the amount of $325,352.00 for a period beginning July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #337-06.  Authorize submission of a grant agreement to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Non-Residential Misdemeanant Grant.
Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, is requesting that the Board authorize submission of a grant agreement to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Non-Residential Misdemeanant Grant.  The said grant agreement is for FY’2007 in the amount of $64,959.00 for a period beginning July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #338-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #339-06.  Authorize the award of three (3) Crafts Educational Fund Scholarships for school year 2006-2007.

The Scholarship Loan Committee of the Crafts Educational Scholarship Fund met for the purpose of reviewing applications to select three (3) recipients of the scholarship award.  Brian Rockhold, Chairperson of the Crafts Scholarship Loan Committee, submitted the results of their evaluation with the recommendation that Bradley Rode, Delphos Jefferson High School;  Megan Unterbrink, Bluffton High School and Andrew Yoakam, Bluffton High School be granted the Crafts Educations Scholarship Award for the School year 2006-2007 in the amount of $1,000.00 per student.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #340-06.  Approval of amended and restated agreement with Plus Management Services, Inc. for right to use county nursing home beds located at 3125 Ada Road and approval of security agreements with JP Morgan Chase Bank NA with reference to the same.
On March 30, 2006, the Board of County Commissioners of Allen County unanimously approved an agreement with Plus Management Services, Inc. for the right to use county nursing beds currently located at 3125 Ada Road, Lima, Ohio, with the understanding that Plus Management Services, Inc. would be utilizing such agreement in order to obtain financing of the construction of its new facility at 2440 Baton Rouge Avenue, Lima, Ohio, 45805, in which such beds would be utilized.  The financial institution from which Plus Management Services, Inc. is obtaining such funds, namely, JP Morgan Chase Bank NA, has requested that the agreement previously executed between the Board of County Commissioners and Plus Management Services, Inc. be amended and restated with minor changes
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Brad Niemeyer, Assistant  Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
      1.   Request to employ a summer engineering intern.  Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, is requesting to employ Matt Sheely at the rate of $11.23 per hour beginning May 30, 2006 and ending September 1, 2006.  Mr. Sheely has previously been employed within the department as an intern.  Mr. Sheely will be performing various remedial engineering related responsibilities within the Sanitary Engineering Department.
B. Lynn Shock, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services,  presented the following:
      1.   Request to adopt Resolution #341-06, approval of the Workforce Investment Area 7 Sub-Grant Agreement for SFY’07.  This is a request to approve the Workforce Investment Area 7 Sub-Grant Agreement for State Fiscal Year 2007 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.  In order to receive funding, this agreement must be in place.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C. David Louth, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
      1.   Request to accept bid and enter into contract for Liquid Asphalt for the Tar & Chip Work.  The Board opened and received two (2) sealed bids on May 10, 2006 for Liquid Asphalt for Tar & Chip work on the Allen County Road Program.  The lowest bid was awarded to Asphalt Materials, Inc. of Oregon, Ohio in the amount of $628,672.71.   This amount is approximately $60,000 less than the engineer’s estimate. 
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
1.   Ben Diepenbrock presented the First Quarter 2006 Financial Update.  Diepenbrock stated that the general fund is a $26 million operation.  The primary source of revenue is the county sales tax, which came in a little less for the first quarter than what was expected.  Interest income for the first quarter of 2006 was approximately 33% more or an additional $80,500 than 2005.   Services paid in the first quarter of 2006 were approximately $350,000 more than 2005.   The county started 2006 with approximately $822,000 less than 2005.  Revenue received in the first quarter of 2006 was approximately $129,000 less than 2005.  The county brought in approximately 30% of the revenue that was estimated for 2006.   So far in 2006, the county has spent or committed 41% of what was appropriated.    Diepenbrock also noted that the county has paid down on many short term debts.  This has been done through proper allocation of the sales tax monies.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
