MINUTES OF MAY 19, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 19th day of May, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the May 17, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #268-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #269-05.  Authorize warrant of advance for MR/DD.

This is the advance of $5,000 until grant funds are received from the Ohio Department of Education.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #270-05.  Authorize Sanitary Engineer to enter into a permanent easement and right-of-way agreement with AEP.
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the May 17, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This is necessary in order to construct a 190’ self supporting cell tower.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #271-05.  Authorize and accept bid advertisement for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service Storage Building Project.  

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the May 17, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Advertisement dates are May 20, 27 and June 3, 2005.  Bid opening is scheduled for June 15, 2005 at 10:00 a.m.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #272-05.  Authorize Sanitary Engineer to enter into a Revised Agreement with AEP-Ohio Power for electrical services.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the May 17, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   This agreement will provide electrical service to the Reed Road Pump Station Replacement Project at a cost not to exceed $2,327.13.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #273-05.  Authorize the probationary termination of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #274-05.  Authorize a Subordination Agreement with Interbay Funding, LLC., for an Economic Development Mortgage on Shawnee Road, Lima, Ohio.

Julie Jurosic, West Central Development Corporation, presented this request at the May 17, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Tim Piper, Chief Deputy Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #275-05, enter into contract with Asphalt Technologies, LLC.    Four (4) bids were received with the low bid being Asphalt Technologies, LLC in the amount of $228,781.00.  Piper stated that the estimate was based on $.90 per gallon compared to the bid of $.78 per gallon received, which is a savings of approximately $32,000.   The cost per gallon last year was $.71.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request for authorization to enter into an acquired city, administrative agreement with the City of Delphos for the FY’2004 Formula Program.  The City of Delphos receives an allocation of $35,000 from the Formula Grant for 2004 as the County’s “acquired city”.  Since the County assists with the grant application, administration and payment of the grant, an administrative agreement must be entered into between the County and the City of Delphos, subject to the Ohio Department of Development’s approval.

2. Request for authorization to cover the cost of repairs for a CHIP project on East Twelfth Street.   The owner of a property has experienced a problem with the vinyl flooring, which was part of the rehab project completed on this property in 2004.  The contractor has since relocated out of state.  Heise Home Improvements has inspected the problem and submitted a quote of $916 to correct the problem and properly install new flooring.  An attempt will be made to recover this cost from the original contractor.

3. Request to authorize the refunding and issuance of new bond amounts for various assessment and debt service payment projects.  There is a bond issuance for the Fort Shawnee Waterline Project with a principal balance of $2,060,000.  The bond is callable in December at a 2$ premium and has an average remaining rate of approximately 6.5%.  There are smaller projects for sanitary sewers and waterlines being carried on short-term notes or internal funding totaling approximately $1,500,000.  Those projects are Oakview and Delmar Glenn Sewers and the Berryman, Southwood and Trebor Drive Waterlines, which are currently on a one-year note.    After pay downs on the notes with available cash and costs of origination, indicate a bond amount not to exceed $3,400,000.  Rates would be from 3% to 4.40% over the various terms for the smaller projects that run out to nineteen years.  This would be a 9% savings on the Shawnee Waterline bond which would be approximately $185,000 savings for the property owners over a period of ten years.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Chief Deputy Engineer, updated the Board on the Eastown Road Project.  The contractor is currently a month into the project.   Tim Piper is the Project Manager for the Allen County Engineer’s Office and has been on site almost on a daily basis.   Eastown Road is currently open to thru traffic from Market Street to Memorial Hospital Drive.   The waterline is currently being constructed on the whole length of the project and is ¾ completed.  They will have to hook-up the new waterline to the old waterline under pressure using a line stop.  This will enable to keep water at all times to the hospital and to the apartments at Market Street.  The City of Lima will pay the costs for the line stop to the apartments.  They are currently working in front of the racquet club.  The contractor is to have the storm drainage, excavation and stone base in before the racquet club’s opening on Memorial Day.  Piper stated that Shelly Company is working with the people in the area and trying to accommodate as much as possible.  Piper further stated that the pavement is ground off from Market Street to Memorial Hospital Drive.  They will soon start with the stone and curbing of that area.  The next segment will be Allentown Road, which will be reduced to two lane traffic but yet will be maintained.  As this is completed, the north side of Eastown Road will be closed for 5-6 weeks and then the south side of Eastown Road will be closed for 5-6 weeks.   The County Engineer’s Office will try to provide new releases for each segment of the project in order to provide proper notification of traffic pattern changes.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
